ABOUT THE 6th OSIJEK DAYS OF
BIOETHICS






U suvremenom druStvu, obiljezenom naglim
tehnoloskim napretkom i promjenama u zdravstvenim
sustavima, pitanje etike u zdravstvu postaje sve
vaznije. Brzi razvoj medicinskih tehnologija,
napredak u biomedicinskim istrazivanjima i
promjene u socijalnom i kulturnom kontekstu donose
sa sobom niz novih etickih izazova. Bioetika, kao
interdisciplinarna i transdisciplinarna znanstvena
disciplina, koja spaja mnoge znanosti poput
medicine, filozofije, prava, sociologije i teologije,
nudi vazne smjernice za promisljanje tih izazova.
Uloga bioetike nije samo u teorijskom promisljanju,
nego i u prakticnom usmjeravanju zdravstvenih
djelatnika u donosenju odluka koje se izravno ticu
ljudskoga zivota, zdravlja i dostojanstva.

Danasnje dileme u zdravstvu ¢esto nadilaze klasi¢na
pitanja medicinske etike te ukljucuju nova podrucja
poput genetskog inZenjeringa, upotrebe umjetne
inteligencije u medicini, reproduktivnih tehnologija,
presadivanja organa, biomedicinskih istrazivanja
i eutanazije. Svaka od ovih tema sa sobom donosi
eticke, pravne i drustvene implikacije koje
zahtijevaju promisljanje i odgovorno djelovanje.
Uloga bioetike jest osigurati da se, unato¢ brzom
napretku znanosti i tehnologije, eticki aspekti ne
zanemare, te da se ljudsko dostojanstvo i dobrobit
pacijenata uvijek stavljaju na prvo mjesto.

U svijetu u kojem medicina sve vise prelazi granice
onoga §to je donedavno bilo nezamislivo, od
genetskog modificiranja do produzavanja Zivota uz
pomo¢ tehnoloskih uredaja, zdravstveni djelatnici
suoceni su s novim izazovima koji zahtijevaju jasno
definirane eticke smjernice. Bioeticki principi kao
§to su autonomija, dobrocinstvo, neskodljivost i
pravda danas su potrebniji nego ikad, jer sluze kao
temelj za dono$enje odluka u sloZenim situacijama.

Primjerice, s razvojem reproduktivnih tehnologija,
poput umjetne oplodnje ili genetske modifikacije
embrija, pojavljuju se pitanja o granicama tih
tehnologija i njihovom utjecaju na buduce
generacije. Pitanje autonomije pacijenta postavlja se
u odnosu na pravo pojedinaca da donose informirane
odluke o koristenju ovih tehnologija, ali i o njihovim
etiCkim posljedicama na drustvo u cjelini. Sli¢no
tome, razvoj umjetne inteligencije u medicini otvara
nova pitanja o odgovornosti, sigurnosti i pravdi u
koristenju tih tehnologija za dijagnostiku i lijecenje.
Pandemija COVID-19 dodatno je istaknula vaznost
bioetike u rjesavanju globalnih zdravstvenih izazova.
Rasprave o pravednoj distribuciji medicinskih
resursa, prioritetima u cijepljenju, te balansiranju
izmedu javnog zdravlja i individualnih sloboda
pokazale su koliko su eticka pitanja centralna
za zdravstvenu politiku i praksu. Ove dileme

In modern society, characterised by rapid
technological progress and changes in healthcare
systems, the issue of ethics in healthcare is becoming
increasingly important. The rapid development
of medical technologies, advances in biomedical
research, and evolving social and cultural contexts
introduce numerous new ethical challenges. As an
interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary scientific
field that combines disciplines such as medicine,
philosophy, law, sociology, and theology, bioethics
provides essential guidelines for addressing these
challenges. The role of bioethics extends beyond
theoretical reflection, offering practical guidance to
healthcare professionals in making decisions that
directly affect human life, health, and dignity.
Today’s medical dilemmas often go beyond
traditional questions of medical ethics, encompassing
new areas such as genetic engineering, the use of
artificial intelligence in medicine, reproductive
technologies, organ transplantation, biomedical
research, and euthanasia. Each topic has ethical,
legal, and social implications requiring deep
reflection and responsible action. Bioethics
ensures that, despite rapid advances in science and
technology, ethical considerations remain central
and that human dignity and patient well-being are
prioritised. In a world where medicine increasingly
crosses boundaries once thought unimaginable—
from genetic modification to life extension through
technological means—health professionals face
new challenges that require clearly defined ethical
guidelines.

Bioethical principles such as autonomy, beneficence,
non-maleficence, and justice are more relevant than
ever, providing a foundation for decision-making in
complex situations. For instance, the development
of reproductive technologies, such as artificial
insemination and genetic modification of embryos,
raises questions about their limits and implications
for future generations. Issues of patient autonomy
emerge concerning individuals® rights to make
informed decisions regarding these technologies and
their ethical consequences for society as a whole.
Similarly, the development of artificial intelligence
in medicine introduces new questions about
responsibility, safety, and justice in using these
technologies for diagnosis and treatment. The
COVID-19  pandemic has underscored the
importance of bioethics in addressing global health
challenges. Debates surrounding the fair distribution
of medical resources, vaccination priorities, and
the balance between public health and individual
freedoms illustrate the central role of ethical
considerations in health policy and practice. These
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zahtijevaju interdisciplinarni pristup, gdje bioetika
moze ponuditi nacine kako ocuvati humanost i
pravednost unutar zdravstvenih sustava.

Upravo su sve gore navedene dileme i pokazatelja
da Osjecki dana bioetike imaju vaznu ulogu u
promicanju dijaloga o ovim i slinim temama.
Konferencija Bioetika i zdravlje u sklopu 6.
Osjeckih dana bioetike, okuplja struénjake iz
razli¢itih disciplina — od medicine, filozofije, prava
i sociologije do teologije i biotehnologije — te pruza
jedinstvenu priliku za razmjenu ideja i promisljanje
najvaznijih etickih pitanja naSeg vremena. Vaznost
ovog interdisciplinarnog dijaloga lezi u sposobnosti
da se kroz razli¢ite perspektive razviju nova rjesenja
za slozene eti¢ke izazove u zdravstvu.

Osjecki dani bioetike nisu samo forum za izlaganje
najnovijih istrazivanja i teorijskih promisljanja, ve¢
i prostor za promicanje prakti¢nih rjeSenja koja ¢e
unaprijediti svakodnevnu medicinsku praksu. Kroz
razmatranje aktualnih tema, od genetske tehnologije
do palijativne skrbi i etike kraja zivota, Osjecki dani
bioetike nastoje dati poticaj u oblikovanju bioetike
i zdravstvene prakse u Hrvatskoj i Sire. O tome
svjedo¢i i preko 90 znanstvenika i znanstvenica
koji ¢e izloziti 50 radova u sklopu konferencije.
Zbog svega navedenoga, Osjecki dani bioetike
predstavljaju vaznu platformu za interdisciplinarni
dijalog i promicanje etickih vrijednosti u
zdravstvenoj praksi. Ova knjiga sazetaka prikazuje
bogatstvo ideja i promi§ljanja koja su iznesena na
ovoj konferenciji, te doprinosi daljnjem razvoju
bioeticke misli, s ciljem unapredenja zdravstvene
skrbi i zastite dostojanstva svakog pacijenta, te
jasno pokazuje vaznost odrzavanja Osjeckih dana
bioetike za SveuciliSte Josipa Jurja Strossmayera u
Osijeku kao najveceg i najvaznijeg bioetickog skupa
u Slavoniji i Baranji.

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TELEMEDICINA U DIJABETOLOGIJI: PITANJE
ETICNOSTI U SVIJETU VIRTUALNE MEDICINE

Nove tehnologije zamjenjuju dosadasnje nadine funkcioniranja u mnogim
sferama Zivota ukljuCujuéi zdravstveni sustav. Pandemija COVID-19
ubrzala je primjenu tehnologije u dijagnosticiranju, lijeCenju i edukaciji
bolesnika. Promijenio se na¢in komunikacije s pacijentima i telemedicina je
postala naSa svakodnevica. Povezivanjem sustava za kontinuirano mjerenje
glikemije u medustani¢noj tekucini na platformu/,,cloud” u dijabetologiji je
omogucen pregled ,,na daljinu®. Spajanjem bolesnika s ordinacijom lije¢nik
ima uvid u kretanje glikemije i moze preporuciti korekciju terapije. Pacijentu
i lijeniku dostupni su izvjestaji o glikemiji koji obuhvacaju osim dnevnika
glukoze 1 statistiku kretanja glikemije kao §to je prosjecna glukoza, pokazatelj
upravljanja glukozom (GMI), vrijeme provedeno unutar ciljnog raspona, iznad
i ispod ciljnog raspona, broj i trajanje hipoglikemija, dostupnost podataka,
broj pregleda, postotak varijabilnosti glukoze te dnevni obrazac u kojem su
svi podaci prikazani kao da se dogadaju u jednom danu i daju uvid u kretanje
glikemije tijekom dana. U bolesnika koji primaju inzulin putem inzulinskih
pumpi prema ovim podacima i trendu kretanja glukoze procjenjuje se doza
inzulina ili obustavlja isporuka inzulina. Uvid u glikemiju imaju pacijent
i lije¢nik kojemu je pacijent dopustio uvid u pracenje glikemije te dodatne
osobe uz dopustenje pacijenta. Komunikacija pacijenta i lijecnika dodatno je
olaksana putem aplikacije za mobilne telefone, podaci se automatski prenose
u ,.cloud” i lijeénik moze putem platforme i virtualne ordinacije pratiti
podatke. Nadalje, oboljeli umjesto osobnih posjeta lije¢niku imaju moguénost
pregleda putem elektroni¢ke konzultacije putem e-uputnice (A5 uputnica) uz
mogucnosti slanja privitaka elektroni¢kim putem. Obiteljski lije¢nik uputnicu
Salje dijabetologu zajedno s popratnom medicinskom dokumentacijom,
laboratorijskim nalazima i dnevnikom samokontrole. Nalaz je odmah vidljiv
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obiteljskom lijecniku i moze se korigirati terapija pacijentu. Tehnoloske
mogucnosti u dijabetologiji omogucile su telemedicinske preglede ali treba
uzeti u obzir i njihova ogranicenja kao Sto su izostanak pregleda bolesnika,
fizicke prisutnost i emocionalne povezanosti te vodenje razgovora koji mogu
pacijentu i lije¢niku dati informacije za donosenje klinickih odluka. Dodatno
se postavljaju pitanja identifikacije pacijenta, pristanka na telemedicinsko
lijeCenje, osiguranja i zaStite privatnosti. Vremena su izazovna za sve a
posebno za osobe s dijabetesom i drugim kroni¢nim bolestima, imperativ u
lije¢enju dijabetesa je individualni pristup pacijentu, a iz novih tehnoloskih
dostignuéa i komunikacijskih kanala proizlaze mnoga dobra rjesenja koja
trebamo primjenjivati pri ¢emu treba voditi brigu o to¢nosti podataka i zastiti
privatnosti.

TELEMEDICINE IN DIABETOLOGY: THE QUESTION OF
ETHICS IN THE WORLD OF VIRTUAL MEDICINE

New technologies replace previous functioning methods in many spheres of
life, including the health system. The COVID-19 pandemic has accelerated the
use of technology in diagnosing, treating, and educating patients. The way of
communicating with patients has changed, and telemedicine has become a part
of everyday life. In diabetology, connecting systems for continuous glucose
measurement in interstitial fluid to a platform or “cloud” enables “remote”
examination. By connecting the patient to the doctor’s office, the physician
can monitor glucose trends and recommend therapy adjustments. Glycemic
reports are available to both the patient and the physician, including a glucose
diary and glycemic statistics such as average glucose, glucose management
indicator (GMI), time spent within the target range, time above and below
the target range, number and duration of hypoglycemia, data availability,
number of examinations, percentage of glucose variability, and a daily pattern
that provides insight into glucose trends throughout the day. For insulin pump
patients, these data and glucose trends help estimate insulin doses or stop insulin
delivery as needed. The insight into glycemia is available to the patient, the
physician, and others with the patient’s permission. Communication between
the patient and doctor is further facilitated through mobile phone applications,
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with data automatically transferred to the cloud, allowing the doctor to monitor
the data via the platform and virtual office. Additionally, instead of in-person
visits, patients have the option of consultations through electronic referrals
(AS referrals) with the ability to send attachments electronically. The family
doctor sends the referral to the diabetologist along with relevant medical
documentation, laboratory results, and self-monitoring diaries. The findings
are immediately visible to the family doctor, enabling timely adjustments
to the patient’s therapy. While technological advances in diabetology have
enabled telemedicine consultations, limitations must also be considered,
such as the absence of physical examinations, lack of in-person presence
and emotional connection, and the inability to gather information from direct
conversations that could inform clinical decisions. Additional concerns
include patient identification, consent for telemedicine treatment, insurance
coverage, and privacy protection. These are challenging times, particularly for
people with diabetes and other chronic illnesses. An individualised approach
to diabetes treatment remains essential, and new technological advancements
and communication channels offer many promising solutions. However, it is
crucial to ensure data accuracy and protect patient privacy.

THE POULTRY LEXEME AND ITS DERIVATIVES IN
CROATIAN LEXICOGRAPHIC MANUALS OF THE 19TH
AND 20TH CENTURIES

Processing dictionary entries in general explanatory dictionaries is particularly
challenging for the dictionary compiler when defining the meanings of words that
refer to animals and animal-related terms. In describing their meaning, one can
observe the reflection of humanity’s extra-linguistic experience of coexistence
with animals. This paper provides an overview of the lexicographical treatment
of the dictionary entries for poultry and its derivatives (poultry, poultry house,
vivarium, zivinica, zivinokradac) in general Croatian monolingual dictionaries
of the 19th and 20th centuries. The analysis of these entries will highlight an
anthropocentric linguistic and extra-linguistic construction of the world, where
human interests are prioritised over those of other species.

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(BIO)ETIKA U PODUZETNISTVU - PREGLED
DOSADASNIJIH ISTRAZIVANJA I PREPORUKE ZA
BUDUCNOST

U danasnjem svijetu, brzi razvoj gospodarstva upucuje na potrebu za
inovativnim i poduzetnickim vjeStinama svakog pojedinca. Ipak, brojni autori
upozoravaju da u stvarnosti poduzetnici Cesto krSe eticke norme. U novije
vrijeme u literaturi se stoga javlja pojam eticnog poduzetnistva. U ovom radu
nakon odredenja poduzetnistva i odrzivog poduzetnistva, kao pozeljnog oblika
poduzetnistva, razmatra se pojam etiénog poduzetnistva. Eti¢no poduzetnistvo
podrazumijeva vodenje poslovanja koje je u skladu s etickim principima,
uzimajuéi u obzir dobrobit drustva i okolisa, uz ostvarivanje profita. Rad nudi
pregled istrazivanja o primjeni eti¢kih nacela u poduzetnistvu te smjernice za
buducéa istrazivanja. Brojna prethodna istrazivanja provedena su kako bi se
bolje razumjela veza izmedu poduzetnistva i etike. Cesto je istrazeno pitanje
koje se posebne eticke dileme javljaju u poduzetnistvu. Istrazivanja pokazuju
da niz ¢imbenika mogu utjecati na odluke i ponaSanje poduzetnika s obzirom
na eticka pitanja. SloZenost teme dovela je do nekonzistentnih rezultata u
razli¢itim istrazivanjima. Osim etickih nacela, primjena bioetickih nacela
u poduzetnistvu dobiva sve viSe na vaznosti, stoga ovaj rad daje prijedloge
za potencijalna istrazivanja integracije bioetike u poduzetnisStvo. Bioetika
trenutno ima veliki znacaj zbog brzog razvoja tehnologije i medicine, koji ¢esto
rezultiraju slozenim moralnim problemima. Obje discipline imaju vaznu ulogu
u kreiranju buduénosti, ali polazeéi iz razlicitih perspektiva: poduzetnistvo je
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usmjereno na inovaciju, rast i trzisne prilike, a bioetika nastoji osigurati da se te
inovacije provode u skladu s moralom. Ipak, istrazivanja o primjeni bioetickih
principa u poduzetnistvu tek su u zacetku. Mozemo zakljuciti da bi, osim Sto je
kod mladih generacije potrebno poticati poduzetnicke vjestine, trebalo raditi i
na poticanju kritickog promisljanja o potencijalnim (negativnim) posljedicama
njihovih poslovnih ideja kako bi stvorili odrzivu buduénost u kojoj se postuju
ljudska prava i eticki principi.

(BIO)ETHICS IN ENTREPRENEURSHIP - OVERVIEW OF
PREVIOUS RESEARCH AND RECOMMENDATIONS FOR
THE FUTURE

In today’s world, the rapid development of the economy highlights the need
for entrepreneurial skills in every individual. Nevertheless, numerous authors
warn that, in reality, entrepreneurs often violate ethical norms. Recently,
the concept of ethical entrepreneurship has emerged in the literature. In this
paper, the concept of ethical entrepreneurship is also defined after defining
sustainable entreprencurship as a desirable form of entrepreneurship.
Ethical entreprencurship involves running a business by ethical principles,
considering society’s and the environment’s well-being while making a profit.
This paper offers an overview of research on applying ethical principles
in entrepreneurship and provides guidelines for future research. Many
previous studies have been conducted to understand the relationship between
entrepreneurship and ethics better. These studies often investigate the specific
ethical dilemmas that arise in entreprencurship. Research shows that various
factors can influence entrepreneurs’ decisions and behaviour regarding ethical
issues, and the complexity of the topic has led to inconsistent results across
different studies. In addition to ethical principles, the application of bioethical
principles in entrepreneurship is gaining increasing importance. Therefore,
this paper offers suggestions for potential research on integrating bioethics
into entreprencurship. Bioethics is particularly relevant today due to the rapid
development of technology and medicine, which often result in complex moral
problems. Both disciplines play important roles in shaping the future. Still,
from different perspectives, entrepreneurship focuses on innovation, growth,
and market opportunities, while bioethics ensures that these innovations align

with moral principles. However, research on applying bioethical principles in
entrepreneurship is still in its early stages. We can conclude that, in addition
to fostering entrepreneurial skills among the younger generation, there should
also be a focus on encouraging critical thinking about the potential (negative)
consequences of their business ideas to create a sustainable future where
human rights and ethical principles are respected.

a u lijecenju njihovih bolesti su potrebni otrovni lijekovi i igle. lako Cesto
spomenut, koncept tjeskobe nije dovoljno istrazen, pa je ovo izlaganje prilog
razumijevanju ovoga koncepta u ranim kineskim tekstovima. Analizirati ¢e se
razumijevanje tjeskobe u tekstovima od 6. st. pr. n. e. do 3. st. n. e., a poseban
ée naglasak biti stavljen na kineski medicinski klasik Unutarnji kanon Zutog
Cara.

ANXIETY IN EARLY CHINESE PHILOSOPHY -FROM A
HEALTH PROBLEM TO AN ETHICAL QUESTION

The concept of anxiety is often mentioned in early Chinese texts. Moreover,
in the medical classic The Inner Canon of the Yellow Emperor, the Chinese
doctor Qi Bo, arguing with the mythological Yellow Emperor, describes the
people of that time as those whose “anxiety and suffering affects their insides”
and in the treatment of their diseases poisonous drugs and needles are needed.
Although often mentioned, the concept of anxiety has not been sufficiently
explored, so this presentation contributes to understanding this concept in early
Chinese texts. The understanding of anxiety in texts from the 6th century BC
to the 3rd century AD will be analysed, and particular emphasis will be placed
on the Chinese medical classic The Inner Canon of the Yellow Emperor. It
will be shown how anxiety was seen as a medical, ethical and social problem.
Particular emphasis will be placed on intertwining disease and ethics, i.e.,
health and ethics.

DEHUMANIZACIJA I MEDIKALIZACIJA: ZDRAVLIJE
KAO INDUSTRIJA I MEDICINA KAO SUSTAV MOCI

Osnovni drustveni problemi vrlo se jasno o€ituju kroz prizmu medicine jer se
ona bavi temeljnim ljudskim pitanjima poput zZivota, smrti, zdravlja i bolesti.
U njoj pronalazimo kulturne i politicke okvire koje izravno ili neizravno
diktiraju subjektivne i objektivne nacine misljenja i dozivljavanja stvarnosti,
a koje se tic¢e ljudskog zdravlja i bolesti. Dominantne ekonomske i politicke
struje rezultiraju u dominaciji biomedicinskog sustava i njegovoj monistickog
vladavini, a pri tome diktiraju redukcionizam, instrumentalizaciju znanja te
objektivizaciju covjeka koja vodi ka dehumanizaciji. Medicinsko se znanje
predstavlja kao autoritativno, mistificirano kroz medicinsku terminologiju i
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nerazumljivo opéoj populaciji. Zdravstveni sustav sve vise nalikuje industriji,
zdravlje i bolesti su njeni ideoloski produkti, cilj je kontrola tijela i Zivota
pojedinaca, a medicinski djelatnici postaju poslusni roboti ogromne masinerije.
Prilikom objektiviziranja Covjeka u biomedicini suosjecanje, empatija i
covjecnost postaju samo puki pojmovi, i to dvosmjerno - lijecnik na pacijenta
gleda kao na slucaj koji mora rijesiti, a pacijent na lijeCnika gleda kao na
neko vise bice koje ni u kojem slucaju ne smije pogrijesiti. Termin “zdravlje”
postao je sredstvo drustvene regulacije, nedostizno stanje koje je sprije¢eno s
pregrst dijagnoza. Medikalizacija drustva dogada se zbog drustvene kontrole,
a ocituje se kroz sve veci popis bolesti i problema koji se medijski eksponiraju
i eksploatiraju, a koji se prije nisu promatrali kao medicinski problemi. Cilj
ovog izlaganja jest razjasniti i produbiti navedene probleme te pokusati dati
prijedloge kako humanizirati medicinsku praksu, stavljajuci fokus na vaznost
covjekovog socijalnog, kulturnog, emocionalnog i subjektivnog stanja.

DEHUMANISATION AND MEDICALIZATION: HEALTH
AS AN INDUSTRY AND MEDICINE AS A SYSTEM OF
POWER

Basic social problems are manifested through the lens of medicine, as it deals
with fundamental human issues such as life, death, health, and disease. Within
medicine, cultural and political frameworks directly or indirectly influence
subjective and objective ways of thinking and experiencing reality, particularly
concerning human health and disease. Dominant economic and political
currents have led to the dominance of the biomedical system and its monistic
rule, which promotes reductionism, the instrumentalisation of knowledge, and
the objectification of humans, ultimately leading to dehumanisation. Medical
knowledge is presented as authoritative, mystified through medical terminology,
and often incomprehensible to the general population. The healthcare system
increasingly resembles an industrial machine, where health and disease become
ideological products, aiming to control the bodies and lives of individuals. In
contrast, medical workers become obedient robots within this vast system. In
the objectification of individuals in biomedicine, compassion, empathy, and
humanity become mere concepts, affecting both sides—the doctor views the
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patient as a case to be managed. In contrast, the patient sees the doctor as
an infallible authority figure. The term “health” becomes a means of social
regulation, with health as a deficient state to be corrected by a multitude of
diagnoses. The medicalisation of society occurs as a form of social control,
evidenced by an ever-expanding list of diseases and issues, often exaggerated
and exploited by the media, that were not previously considered medical
problems. This presentation aims to clarify and explore these issues and offer
suggestions for humanising medical practice, emphasising the importance of a
person’s social, cultural, emotional, and subjective state.

FERENDA

Osnovu pravnog uredenja ljekarnicke etike i deontologije predstavlja Zakon
o ljekarnistvu koji na vise mjesta unutar zakonskog uredenja stavlja naglasak
na vaznost obavljanja ljekarni¢ke djelatnosti u skladu s Pravilima dobre
ljekarnicke prakse te Kodeksom ljekarni¢ke etike i deontologije. Kodeksom se
propisuje obveza magistra farmacije da primjenjuje eti¢ke principe i standarde
ponasanja u svome profesionalnom radu. U suprotnom se pokrece stegovni
postupak i odgovornoj osobi izrice teza ili lakSa disciplinska kazna koje su
taksativno navedene u Pravilniku o radu i kaznenim mjerama stegovnog suda
Hrvatske ljekarnicke komore. Istrazivanjem i poredbom navedenih pravnih
propisa u radu se predlaze izmjena i dopuna postojeée zakonske regulative
kojom se ureduje deontoloska odgovornost magistra farmacije.

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DEONTOLOGICAL RESPONSIBILITY OF THE MASTER
OF PHARMACY - DE LEGE LATA AND SOLUTIONS DE
LEGE FERENDA

The basis of the legal regulation of ethics and deontology in pharmacy is
the Pharmacy Act, which emphasises, in several sections, the importance of
carrying out pharmacy activities by the Rules of Good Pharmaceutical Practice
and the Code of Ethics and Deontology in Pharmacy. The Code outlines the
obligation of pharmacy technicians to apply ethical principles and standards
of conduct in their professional activities. Failure to do so will result in
disciplinary proceedings, and the responsible person will be subject to either a
more severe or more lenient disciplinary penalty, as stipulated in the Rulebook
on Labor and Penal Measures of the Disciplinary Court of the Croatian
Chamber of Pharmacists. Based on a study and comparison of the legislation
mentioned above, the paper proposes an amendment to the existing legislation
on the deontological responsibility of master pharmacists.

Socijalne pri¢e jednostavnim, predvidljivim jezikom opisuju situaciju,
vjestinu ili socijalni koncept, pretvarajuci apstraktne socijalne interakcije u
prakti¢ne informacije koje su u¢enicima lako razumljive. Time pomazu djeci u
suocavanju s izazovnim situacijama, poput ¢ekanja u redu, ali i u izgradnji Sireg
spektra socijalnih 1 emocionalnih vjestina. Ovo izlaganje istrazuje kako Citanje
i slusanje socijalnih pri¢a moze pridonijeti razvoju socijalno-emocionalnih
kompetencija kod ucenika. Naglasak ¢e biti na ja¢anju samosvijesti, empatije
i sposobnosti rjesavanja sukoba. Kroz teorijske osnove i primjere iz prakse,
pokazat ¢emo kako socijalne price pomazu uc¢enicima u boljem razumijevanju
vlastitih i tudih emocija, poticuci zdravu komunikaciju i socijalnu prilagodbu.

LANGUAGE-COMMUNICATION SKILLS AND MENTAL
HEALTH: THE ROLE OF READING AND LISTENING IN
DEVELOPING STUDENTS’ SOCIAL AND EMOTIONAL
COMPETENCIES (SOCIAL STORIES IN THEORY AND
PRACTICE)

The role of language-communication skills in developing students’ mental
health and social competencies is becoming increasingly important in modern
education. Through reading and listening, students develop linguistic,
emotional, and social skills, which contribute to the holistic development of
their personalities. Social stories, structured narratives designed to teach social
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skills, allow students to learn through practical examples how to recognise,
understand, and regulate their emotions and those of others and how to
appropriately react in various social situations. One of the scientifically-based
interventions is social stories, created in 1993 by Carol Gray. Although primarily
designed for students with Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD), they have broader
applications in fostering social understanding and acquiring social skills. Social
stories describe situations, skills, or social concepts in simple, predictable
language, translating abstract social interactions into practical information that
students can comprehend. They help children deal with challenging situations,
such as waiting in line, while fostering a broader range of social and emotional
skills. This presentation explores how reading and listening to social stories
can contribute to developing students’ social-emotional competencies. The
focus will be on enhancing self-awareness, empathy, and conflict-resolution
skills. Through theoretical foundations and practical examples, we will
demonstrate how social stories help students better understand their own and
others’ emotions, encouraging healthy communication and social adaptation.
The conclusion emphasises the importance of incorporating social stories
into the school curriculum, as they improve students’ language competencies
and play a key role in maintaining their mental health and promoting their
emotional stability and socially responsible behaviour.

(TELEMEDICINE) RADI DONOSENJA MEDICINSKIH
ODLUKA I PRAVNO/ETICKA DVOJBA - PUT PREMA

ZASTITI PRAVA PACIJENATA VS. NARUSAVANJA PRAVA
PACIJENATA

Telemedicina od svog otkrica i pocetka primjene imala je ulogu monitoringa na
daljinu, prikupljana informacija i davanje savjeta i brzih i u¢inkovitih rjesenja.
U osnovi za cilj je imala brzu razmjenu informacija s ciljem postavljanja
dijagnoze lijeCenja, ali i naCin edukacije. Sa razvojem telekomunikacijskih
tehnologija i novonastalih aplikacija za mobilne uredaje, nastali su uvjeti da
se u realnom vremenu pristupi velikim koli¢inama (medicinskih) podataka
(slike, rtg, ct, mr nalazi i druge informacije) od strane vise dionika ukljuc¢enih
u razmjenu istih. Putem aplikacija se na uspjeSan nacin dobivaju kvalitetne
informacije i moze se brzo prepoznati problem, postaviti dijagnozu, dati savjet
u svezi lijeCenja i daljnjeg postupanja.

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INFORMATION EXCHANGE THROUGH APPLICATIONS
(TELEMEDICINE) FOR MEDICAL DECISION-MAKING
AND THE LEGAL/ETHICAL DILEMMA - THE PATH
TOWARD PROTECTING PATIENTS’ RIGHTS VS.
VIOLATING PATIENTS’ RIGHTS

Sinceitsinceptionandinitialapplications, telemedicinehasplayedaroleinremote
monitoring, data collection, and providing prompt and effective solutions. Its
primary goal has been rapidly exchanging information for diagnosis, treatment,
and education. With the advancement of telecommunication technologies
and the emergence of mobile applications, multiple stakeholders involved in
the exchange have created conditions that allow access to large amounts of
(medical) data (images, X-rays, CT, MRI findings, and other information) in
real-time. Through these applications, high-quality information is successfully
obtained, problems can be quickly identified, diagnoses made, and advice
given regarding treatment and further procedures. If a group of physicians is
formed through an application, communication between multiple specialities is
achieved, and decisions are made more quickly to treat patients. Additionally,
this form of communication allows younger physicians to be educated and
introduced to rare diseases and malformations. Based on these examples of
telemedicine applications, specifically those involving data exchange among
multiple stakeholders, the authors of this paper question whether such a form
of consultation—termed a ‘consilium’ in medical terminology—is ethical and
legally justified in protecting patient rights given that the patient has no control
over who has access to their medical records. Therefore, the authors, taking
into account the basic bioethical principles of autonomy, non-maleficence,
justice, and beneficence, as well as applying the principle of proportionality,
raise the question of which lesser harm would apply to the protection of the
patient’s rights in the case of using data exchange applications.

Odgojno-obrazovni proces na svim razinama obrazovanja uvijek predstavlja
svojevrstan izazov. Nastavu koju izvodimo nastojimo kreirati tako da ona
bude na radost svima koji u njoj sudjeluju. U nastavi koja se temelji na
humanistickome pristupu nastoje se zadovoljiti interesi (spoznajni, dozivljajni
i psihomotorni) i potrebe (bioloske, socijalne i samoaktualizacijske) svih
sudionika nastavnoga procesa.

emocionalnu i demokratsku socijalnu klimu. Kurikulum (na bilo kojoj razini)
koji bi bio na postavkama humanisticke teorije vodio bi se zahtjevima koje
dolaze iznutra (osluskujuéi potrebe i onih koji kreiraju nastavu i onih kojima je
ona namijenjena), ali isto tako i uvazavao aktualne drustvene zahtjeve. U tom
bi smjeru i$ao kurikulum koji bi vodio sustavnu brigu o poticanju kreativnosti,
bio otvoren i fleksibilan te bi nastajao u zivom procesu kao potreba onih koji u
njemu sudjeluju.

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HUMANISTIC APPROACH IN TEACHING AS A
REFLECTION OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF A WHOLE
PERSON

The educational process at all levels of education always presents a particular
challenge. We strive to create classes in such a way that they bring joy to
everyone who participates. In teaching based on a humanistic approach, the
interests (cognitive, experiential, and psychomotor) and needs (biological,
social, and self-actualisation) of all participants in the teaching process are
addressed. This approach emphasises the importance of the development of
the whole person, focusing on personal growth, offering choices, listening
to different worldviews, and highlighting individual actions. In this regard,
the balanced development of all participants’ spiritual, intellectual, physical,
and emotional aspects, as advocated by Komensky, Locke, Rousseau, and
Pestalozzi, is nurtured. Pestalozzi emphasised that teaching should reflect the
unity of the head, heart, and hand— in other words, through the unity of the
cognitive, affective, and psychomotor domains of learning. The humanistic
approach to the curriculum advocates learning in a new way: in partnership,
actively, collaboratively, and creatively, with a positive emotional and
democratic social climate. A curriculum (at any level) based on the principles
of humanistic theory would be guided by internal demands (listening to the
needs of both those who create the teaching and those for whom it is intended)
while also respecting current social demands. A curriculum that systematically
encourages creativity is open and flexible and is created through a living
process based on the needs of participants would follow this direction. To
encourage a humanistic approach to teaching, it is necessary to use various
social forms and creative techniques that equally contribute to developing the
cognitive, affective, and psychomotor domains while simultaneously satisfying
biological, social, and self-actualisation needs.

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adversely affect their psychological well-being, lead to burnout, and result
in psychopathological, psychosomatic, or physiological symptoms of illness.
This paper reviews recent studies on teachers’ mental health and the factors that
affect it. It will highlight the implications of mental health for teachers’ overall
well-being, the quality of their educational work, and the ethical considerations
regarding how teachers’ mental health affects students” well-being.

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DRUSTVENA I ETICKA PROBLEMATIKA AMBIENT
ASSISTED LIVING-A: KVALITATIVNO ISTRAZIVANJE

Jedan od vecih problema koji zahvaéa posebice zapadni svijet je povecanje
udjela starog stanovniStva u op¢oj populaciji.

Upotreba takvih tehnologija potice
stvaranje razli¢itih problema drustvene ili eticke naravi. Cilj naSeg istrazivanja
bio je analizirati drustvenu i etiCku problematiku AAL-a te podrobnije
razumjeti percepciju zainteresiranih sudionika.

Drustvena mreza koju redovito koriste je
WhatsApp, a 39,62% ispitanika igre videoigre. Rezultati takoder pokazuju ne
provodenje slobodnog vremena u tjelesnim aktivnostima. Prosjecan broj sati u
mjerenim kretanju je kratak, a jo§ kraéi je onaj proveden u izrazito napornim
tjelesnim aktivnostima. lako rezultati istrazivanja naizgled ne pokazuju
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zabrinjavajuce rezultate, ostavlja se pitanje je li vrijeme danasnjice koje je
neizbjezno vezano za modernu tehnologiju idealno za ¢ovjekov napredak.

PHYSICAL ACTIVITY AND SCREEN TIME AS
INDICATORS OF THE SEDENTARY LIFESTYLE OF
STUDENTS AT FACULTIES OF EDUCATION

This research is the result of considering how today’s standard of living shapes
the free time of the younger generation. Technology is everywhere, and it is
unthinkable not to see its influence in any aspect of life, from the workplace and
education to various ways of spending time outside obligations. Numerous facts
confirm that a sedentary lifestyle prevails and physical activity significantly
reduces. The consequences are visible in the human body, actions, mood, and
even school success. The aim is to investigate the impact of technology on
students’ free time and to determine their attitudes towards physical activities
and time spent in front of screens as an indicator of a sedentary lifestyle. The
results of the research show that the vast majority of students primarily use
smartphones. The average number of hours is still within the recommended
limits, as stated by more than half of the students. The social network they
regularly use is WhatsApp, and 39.62% of respondents play video games. The
results also show a lack of free time spent on physical activities. The average
number of hours spent in measured movement is short, and the time spent
in highly strenuous physical activities is even shorter. Although the research
results do not show particularly alarming findings, the fact that today’s time is
optimal for human progress is undoubtedly questioned.

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can identify strengths and gaps in current educational practices by examining
how these materials present the development and impact of vaccinations and
epidemics. This analysis will consider these topics’ accuracy, depth, ethical
framing, and alignment with broader educational goals and public health
objectives.

Upravo zbog specifi¢nosti populacije koja boravi u domovima za
starije i nemoéne osobe, bioeticki aspekti palijativne skrbi postaju imperativ.
U ovom radu bit ¢e obradena Cetiri temeljna principa bioetike: dobrocinstvo,
neskodljivost, autonomnost i pravednost, s posebnim naglaskom na njihovu
vaznost u kontekstu palijativne skrbi u domovima za starije i nemoc¢ne osobe.
Takoder, integriranjem teorijskih i empirijskih spoznaja iz navedenog podrucja
bit ¢e pruzen uvid u izazove i eticke dileme s kojima se susrecu struénjaci
u neposrednom radu s korisnicima.

BIOETHICAL ASPECTS OF PALLIATIVE CARE IN
NURSING HOMES FOR THE ELDERLY

Palliative care focuses on improving the quality of life for patients and their
families facing the challenges of life-threatening illnesses. This is achieved
through the prevention and alleviation of suffering by using early identification,
thorough assessment, and treatment of pain and other physical, psychosocial,
and spiritual issues. The goal of the palliative approach is neither to hasten death
nor prolong life but to preserve human dignity, provide support, and respect the
needs and wishes of the patient. Nursing homes are places where an increasing
number of elderly individuals spend their final years. Although a smaller number
of residents develop the need for specialised palliative care, general palliative
care is necessary for almost every resident, regardless of diagnosis. Due to
the specific nature of the population residing in nursing homes, the bioethical
aspects of palliative care become imperative. This paper will address the four
fundamental principles of bioethics: beneficence, non-maleficence, autonomy,
and justice, with a particular emphasis on their importance in the context of
palliative care in nursing homes. Additionally, by integrating theoretical and
empirical insights from this field, the paper will provide an overview of the
challenges and ethical dilemmas faced by professionals working directly with
residents. The bioethical aspects of palliative care in nursing homes require
a careful balance between medical procedures, human rights, and ethical
principles. It is essential to ensure that care is not only medically effective but
also ethically sound, emphasising respect for the dignity and autonomy of each
individual and considering their personal, social, religious, and cultural needs.

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A BIOETHICAL APPROACH TO MANAGING A
HEALTHCARE INSTITUTION

This scientific work aims to demonstrate the influence of bioethics as a
scientific discipline in the management of healthcare institutions, particularly
in today’s modern times. The healthcare system varies from country to
country, and consequently, the management of healthcare facilities also differs.
By examining the social arrangements of individual countries, we observe
extremes: from countries with no primary healthcare to those that provide
minimal care with additional costs for anything beyond that, to countries
that offer healthcare according to their capabilities but require compensation
for services above the standard, and finally, countries where healthcare is
entirely free. The historical development of countries, particularly during
the Industrial Revolution, fostered the growth of healthcare in the form of
healthcare institutions, which over time became integral to the social policies
of individual nations. This societal development also implied the evolution
of ethical principles, especially moral values. In the 20th century, economic
growth and freedom, particularly in long-standing capitalist societies, spurred
the development of private healthcare, which significantly influenced the
application of medical bioethics as a branch of ethics in public and private
healthcare institutions.

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ZASTITA MENTALNOG ZDRAVLIJA U ZAJEDNICI NA
TEMELJIMA BIOETICKOG SENZIBILITETA

Zbograznovrsnosti manifestacija, pojedinac¢nosti dozivljajaibrojnih kulturalnih
uvjetovanosti, fenomen zdravlja ¢esto izmice jasnoj opisnoj prosudbi. Primjerice
ocitovanoj u sluzbenoj definiciji Svjetske zdravstvene organizacije (SZO), kao
»stanja potpunoga tjelesnoga, dusevnog i drustvenog blagostanja osobe*. Stvar
postaje slozenija i zamrSenija kad u jednadzbu ubacimo mentalnu komponentu
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zdravlja, prema naputcima SZO-a ,stanja dobrobiti u kojem pojedinac
ostvaruje svoje potencijale, moze se nositi s normalnim zivotnim stresom,
moze raditi produktivno i plodno te je sposoban pridonositi zajednici*. Tvrdimo
da je doticna definicija postavljena znatno realnije od prvotno navedene, no
ipak joj nedostaje pokoja bitna stavka. U ovom izlaganju nastojat ¢emo je
obogatiti uvodenjem dodatnih elemenata, normativno usmjereni promicanju
paradigme zastite mentalnog zdravlja u zajednici — postavljene na bioetickim
stupovima interdisciplinarnosti, pluriperspektivnosti, orijentacijskog znanja te
integrativnog djelovanja. Bioeticki senzibilitet u jezgri paradigme, obiljezen
brigom, skrbi i odgovornoscu, hipotetski postavljamo kao preduvjet dohvaéanja
zadovoljavajuce razine mentalnog zdravlja u zajednici, na taj nacin ukazujuci
na nuznost dokidanja epistemicke i onticke razdvojenosti izmedu pojedinca
i drustva. Kao argumentacijski prilog uvodimo analogije izmedu mentalnog
zdravlja osobe 1 muzike, s naglaskom na koloplet harmonija, tonova, taktova i
ljestvica, te onu izmedu zvucnog prostora i zivotnog prostora psihe.

MENTAL HEALTH PROTECTION IN THE COMMUNITY
ON THE BASIS OF BIOETHICAL SENSIBILITY

Due to the diversity of manifestations, individuality of experiences, and
numerous cultural conditions, the health phenomenon often eludes clear
descriptive judgment. This is evident in the World Health Organization’s
(WHO) official definition of health as “a state of complete physical, mental,
and social well-being.” The matter becomes more complex when the mental
component of health is considered. According to WHO guidelines, mental
health is “a state of well-being in which an individual realises their potential,
can cope with normal life stress, can work productively and fruitfully, and can
contribute to the community.” We argue that this definition is more realistic
than the initial one but lacks some essential elements. In this presentation, we
aim to enrich the definition by introducing additional components normatively
to promote a mental health protection paradigm in the community—based on
the bioethical pillars of interdisciplinarity, multiple perspectives, knowledge
orientation, and integrative action. Bioethical sensibility, centred on care
and responsibility, is hypothetically set as a prerequisite for achieving a
satisfactory level of mental health in the community, highlighting the need to
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abolish the epistemic and ontic separation between the individual and society.
As an argumentative contribution, we introduce analogies between a person’s
mental health and music, focusing on the interplay of harmonies, tones, bars,
and scales and the connection between the sound space and the living space
of the psyche.

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RAZUMIJEVANJE POIMA DEMENCIJE U TRADICUJI
MUSLIMANA

Bioeticki problem demencije postaje znakovito izrazen u suvremenome drustvu,
kako u istocnim tako i u zapadnim kulturnim arealima. Jedan od pristupa
navedenoj moralnoj tematici svakako je i teoloSke naravi jer $to je i sasvim
prirodno s potesko¢om demencije susrecu se i musliamani koji zive u okrilju
zapadnog ali i istocnog kulturnog miljea. U radu su prvenstveno razvidani ¢isto
izmuslimanskog teoloskog rakursa pojmovi mentalnog zdravlja i bolesti, nakon
cega je fokus usmjeren k pojmu demencije, pri ¢emu je narocito reflektiran
navedeni bioeticki problem iz ugla teologije morala (ar. ‘Ilm al-Ahlaq) ali i
muslimanskog religioznog prava (ar. Figh). Osim recenog istaknut je i znacaj
kulture za religijski kontekst odnosno skrb i lijeenje, a time i demenciju.
Analogno kazanom, a sukladno razli¢itim kulturno geografskim obrascima,
prezentirano je s jedne strane razumijevanje skrbi o osobama s demencijom
medu muslimanima Orijenta gdje se nerijetko u religijskom kontekstu izdvaja
znacaj obiteljske skrbi. S druge strane izazov demencije drustvena je stvarnost
i za religiozne muslimane na Okcidentu, gdje se usljed moralnih izazova za
obitelj, a na tragu teoloskog nacela neophodnosti (ar. dartira), intenzivira skrb
u suvremenim zdravstvenim ustanovama specijaliziranim upravo za taj vid
odgovornosti.

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UNDERSTANDING THE CONCEPT OF DEMENTIA IN
THE MUSLIM TRADITION

The bioethical problem of dementia has become significantly expressed in
contemporary society, both in Eastern and Western cultural areas. One of
the approaches to the above-mentioned moral topic is certainly theological
because what is quite natural is that Muslims who live in the aegis of the
Western but also the Eastern cultural milieu face the difficulty of dementia.
The paper primarily explores the concepts of mental health and illness from
a purely Muslim theological perspective, after which the focus is directed to
the idea of dementia, where the aforementioned bioethical problem is mainly
reflected from the point of view of moral theology (ar. ‘Ilm al-Ahlaq) but also
of Muslim religious law. (Ar. Figh). In addition to what has been said, the
importance of culture for the religious context, that is, care and treatment, and
thus dementia, was highlighted. Analogous to the cauldron and by different
cultural and geographical patterns, the understanding of caring for people with
dementia among the Muslims of the Orient is presented on the one hand, where
the importance of family care is often highlighted in a religious context. On
the other hand, the challenge of dementia is also a social reality for religious
Muslims in the West, where due to moral challenges for the family and
following the theological principle of necessity (Ar. dariira), care is intensified
in modern healthcare institutions specialised in this type of responsibility.

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BIOETIKA, ESTETIKA 1 ZDRAVLIJE

Estetska stomatologija postala je u suvremenom dobu jedna od gotovo
neizostavnih dentalnih praksi. Mnogim pojedincima danas nije dovoljno
da stomatoloskim zahvatima samo poboljSaju oralnu higijenu i zdravlje,
ve¢ im je vazno zadovoljiti i neke druStveno uvjetovane estetske standarde.
Pacijenti sve vi$e zahtijevaju, primjerice, da uz zdrave zube imaju i osmijeh
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koji zadovoljava odredene kriterije ljepote, a ponekad se ¢ini da su estetski
aspekti stomatologije postali gotovo jednako vazni kao i vitalnost zubi, ako
ne znacajniji. No, po nasem misljenju, stomatolog je taj koji pacijentu treba
predociti je li trazeni zahvat nuzan i kao dio poboljSanja njegova zdravlja
ili njezina provedba ima izrazito drugaciju dimenziju. U najmanju ruku, ne
bi smio predloziti zahvat koji ima prvenstveno vizualne rezultate, odnosno
komercijalne prirode, koji ne pridonosi dobrobiti pacijenta, ¢ak ni posredno.
Konac¢no, odnos stomatologa i pacijenta, posebice u estetskoj stomatologiji,
trebao bi se temeljiti na relevantnim i priznatim normama, tj. na sljede¢im
bioetickim nacelima: dobrocinstvu, neskodljivosti, iskrenosti, poStivanju
autonomije i pravednosti.

BIOETHICS, AESTHETICS AND HEALTH

Aesthetic dentistry has become an almost indispensable dental practice in
contemporary times. For many individuals today, dental procedures are no
longer sufficient to enhance oral hygiene and health. Still, it is also essential
for them to meet specific socially determined aesthetic standards. Patients
increasingly demand, for example, that in addition to healthy teeth, they have
a smile that meets particular criteria of beauty. Sometimes, it seems that the
aesthetic aspects of dentistry have become almost as significant as the vitality
of the teeth, if not more so. However, in our opinion, the dentist is the one
who should determine whether the requested intervention is essential for the
improvement of the patient’s health or whether it has a primarily aesthetic
dimension. At the very least, the dentist should not suggest a procedure that
mainly has visual outcomes or is commercial if it does not contribute to the
patient’s well-being, even indirectly. Finally, the relationship between the
dentist and the patient, particularly in aesthetic dentistry, should be based on
relevant and recognised norms, precisely the following bioethical principles:
beneficence, non-maleficence, honesty, respect for autonomy, and justice.

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(NE)INFORMIRANOST RODITELJA O CIJEPLJENJU
DJECE RANOG I PREDSKOLSKOG UZRASTA

Cijepljenje (imunizacija) je postupak unoSenja antigena u organizam Kkoji
stimulira razvoj specificne obrane prema uzro¢niku zarazne bolesti. U
Europskoj uniji, od 27 zemalja ¢lanica, njih 15 ima fakultativno cijepljenje.
Nizozemska, Ujedinjeno Kraljevstvo, Litva, Norveska, Svicarska i Island
su neke od Clanica koje svojim gradanima ne namecu cijepljenje zakonom.
Hrvatska, uz jo$ 12 ¢lanica, ima obvezno cijepljenje. Upravo obavezno
cijepljenje je aktualna tema u Hrvatskoj veci duzi niz godina. (Ne)opravdanost
cijepljenja djece i njena nuznost su plasirane u javnosti kroz razlicite kanale i
drustvene mreze ¢ime su izazvale razli¢ite predrasude roditelja, fragmentirano
znanje i pretpostavke. Stoga postoje dvije oprecne struje misljenja roditelja:
oni koji su za cijepljenje te roditelji koji se opiru cijepljenju djece. Cilj ovog
rada je identificirati glavne izvore informacija kojima roditelji vjeruju i na koje
se oslanjaju pri donos$enju odluka o cijepljenju. Djeci koja su potpuno zdrava,
no nisu cijepljena (ili su samo djelomi¢no) onemoguéuje se upis u predskolsku
ustanovu. Ukoliko dijete nije potpuno cijepljeno odbija mu se upis pozivanjem
na Program zdravstvene zastite, higijene i pravilne prehrane u dje¢jim vrti¢ima
iz 1997. godine, ¢iji ¢lanak 3, stavak 3 glasi “Upis djeteta u djecji vrti¢ uvjetuje
se urednim cijepljenjem protiv bolesti iz Programa obveznih cijepljenja,
s iznimkom djece koja imaju kontraindikacije na pojedina cijepljenja“.
Necijepljenoj ili djelomi¢no cijepljenoj djeci uskrac¢uju se osnovna prava.
Iako postoje zakoni i konvencije koje osiguravaju zastitu od diskriminacije (
Konvencija protiv diskriminacije u obrazovanju iz 1960., Zakon o suzbijanju
diskriminacije iz 2008. ) necijepljena djeca su diskriminirana buduci da je rani
i predskolski odgoj i obrazovanje temelj za socijalnu integraciju djece, osobni
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razvoj i pocetak cjelozivotnog obrazovanja. Kako je cijepljenje zakonska
obveza, a vaznost pohadanja predskolskog odgoja i obrazovanja potrebno za
svako dijete informiranost roditelja vazan je ¢imbenik u sustavu obrazovanja
i zdravlja djece.

PARENTS’ LACK OF INFORMATION ABOUT
VACCINATION OF CHILDREN OF EARLY AND
PRESCHOOL AGE

Vaccination (immunisation) is introducing antigens into the body to stimulate
the development of specific defences against the causative agent of an
infectious disease. In the European Union, out of 27 member countries, 15
have optional vaccination. The Netherlands, the United Kingdom, Lithuania,
Norway, Switzerland, and Iceland are some member states that do not impose
vaccination on their citizens by law. Croatia, along with 12 other member states,
has mandatory vaccination. Mandatory vaccination has been a prominent
topic in Croatia for many years. The (un)justification of vaccinating children
and its necessity have been discussed publicly through various channels and
social networks, which has led to different parental prejudices, fragmented
knowledge, and assumptions. As a result, there are two opposing currents of
parental opinion: those in favour of vaccination and those who resist vaccinating
their children. This paper aims to identify the primary sources of information
that parents trust and rely on when deciding on vaccination. Children who are
completely healthy but not fully vaccinated (or only partially vaccinated) are
prevented from enrolling in preschool. If a child is not fully vaccinated, their
enrollment is denied based on the Program of Health Protection, Hygiene, and
Proper Nutrition in Kindergartens from 1997. Article 3, paragraph 3 states:
“Enrollment of a child in kindergarten is conditioned by proper vaccination
against diseases from the Program of Compulsory Vaccinations, except children
who have contraindications to certain vaccinations.” Unvaccinated or partially
vaccinated children are denied fundamental rights. Although some laws and
conventions protect against discrimination (the Convention on Discrimination
in Education from 1960 and the Law on Suppression of Discrimination from
2008), unvaccinated children face discrimination, as early and preschool
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education is essential for children’s social integration, personal development,
and lifelong learning. Since vaccination is a legal obligation, and attending
preschool is crucial for every child, parents’ access to reliable information is
critical to children’s education and health system.

Philanthropy is one of the most popular trends among the world’s wealthiest
individuals. Thanks to immense wealth, philanthropic billionaires have
unprecedented power to shape education policies, direct the development of
global agriculture, and influence trends in global health policy. Large charities
increasingly replace state institutions as providers of social services. Due to
their size, financial power, and political influence, philanthrocapitalists like
Bill Gates successfully implemented their vision of global problem-solving,
often focusing on the consequences rather than addressing the root causes. This
is particularly evident in the realm of global health policy. In this presentation,
we will analyse the impact of the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation on
global health policy, with a particular emphasis on the worldwide fight against
infectious diseases such as malaria, tuberculosis, and AIDS.

U svijetu u kojem postoji konstantna izmjena ¢injeni¢nih
informacija u gotovo svim aspektima zivota, onkolozi bi trebali savjesno
izbjegavati namjeru izjednaCavanja govorenja istine pacijentu s jednostavnim
obavjestavanjem svojih pacijenata o objektivnim medicinskim informacijama.
Istina u onkologiji ukljucuje, dakle, ¢itav niz drugih aspekata. Istina proizlazi
i dijeli se unutar veza koje onkolozi uspostavljaju sa svojim pacijentima.
Tijekom trajanja tih veza istina proizlazi od trenutka iskrenog razotkrivanja
dijagnoze preko trenutaka rasprave o mogucim oblicima lijecenja do prognoze
samog tijeka bolesti. Takoder, istina u onkologiji biva prepoznata kroz
dijeljenje trenutaka duboke povezanosti s pacijentima, kroz izgovorene rijeci,
tisinu ili smijeSak, ali 1 kroz trenutke pruzanja utjehe, paznje, postovanja te
istinske brige za pacijenta.

CANCER PATIENTS AND TRUTH TELLING

Inrecent years, attitudes and practices regarding truth-telling to people suffering
from malignant diseases have changed significantly worldwide. Patients are
increasingly informed about their diagnosis and treatment options and are
much more involved in decision-making than before. However, cultural and
individual differences still exist in the disclosure of the truth in oncology, and
partial or complete non-disclosure to oncology patients still occurs in many
contexts. The issue of truth-telling in oncology is far from being resolved and
is not an easily approached topic. There are numerous empirical and ethical
elements to this issue, with the interpersonal aspect of the patient’s autonomy
and the dynamic nature of truth in the clinical environment being among the
most significant. Truth is the foundation of the relationship between oncologists
and their patients. In a world where factual information is constantly changing
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in almost every aspect of life, oncologists should conscientiously avoid
equating truth-telling with merely providing objective medical information.
The truth in oncology encompasses a range of other aspects. It emerges and
is shared within the relationships oncologists establish with their patients.
Throughout these relationships, the truth is revealed from the honest disclosure
of the diagnosis, through discussions about potential treatment options, to
the prognosis of the disease. Additionally, the truth in oncology is conveyed
through moments of deep connection with patients—through spoken words,
silence, or a smile, as well as through gestures of comfort, attention, respect,
and genuine care for the patient.

ADHD: CURSE AND/OR BLESSING?

By analysing Han’s concepts of “the burnout society” and
“the transparency society,” we will highlight the paradox of ADHD: while it is
often framed as a disorder requiring treatment, it may also reveal the potential
for creativity and unconventional thinking in a culture that prizes conformity
and efficiency. This presentation aims to foster a nuanced understanding of
ADHD, considering its implications for educational practices, mental health
approaches, and societal structures, ultimately advocating for a shift toward
environments that support deeper engagement and reflection.

Epidemija pretilosti medu djecom postaje sve ozbiljniji globalni problem, s
dugorocnim posljedicama po njihovo zdravlje.

Takoder se otvaraju vazna
eticka pitanja, poput razine slobode izbora pojedinca u ovakvim situacijama,
odgovornosti drustva prema najmladima te pronalaska ravnoteze izmedu
individualnih sloboda i potrebnih javnozdravstvenih mjera. Posebno je vazno
pitanje uloge drzave u reguliranju prehrambene industrije te omogucavanju
pristupa zdravijim nacinima Zzivota, osobito u manje privilegiranim
zajednicama.

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CHILDHOOD OBESITY EPIDEMIC - WHO IS

The obesity epidemic among children is becoming an increasingly serious
global problem with long-term consequences for their health. The key
question in this topic is who actually bears the responsibility for children’s
health and what the ethical implications of the decisions we make are. In this
case, numerous factors are involved—the family, the education system, the
food industry, and the wider social and political community. Parents certainly
have a crucial role in shaping eating habits and encouraging physical activity
in children. Still, the education system must not remain on the sidelines
either—schools are responsible for promoting healthy lifestyle habits. On the
other hand, the food industry, which often targets children with its marketing
strategies, shares guilt for promoting unhealthy products. Governments must
regulate these practices and ensure that healthy options are available to all.
Critical ethical issues are also raised, such as individual freedom of choice in
such situations, society’s responsibility towards the youngest, and finding a
balance between personal liberties and necessary public health measures. The
state’s role in regulating the food industry and enabling access to healthier
ways of life, especially in less privileged communities, is vital. This paper will
rely on a review of the relevant literature to provide a deeper analysis of the
causes of obesity in children, the responsibilities of different factors, and the
ethical dimensions of this complex problem.

HEALTH AND ADVERTISEMENTS: ANALYSIS OF
LATE 19TH AND EARLY 20TH CENTURY NEWSPAPERS
PRINTED IN OSIJEK

The paper presents a brief overview of advertisements for medicines and
medical services, as well as a series of popular science texts from the field
of medicine, published in periodicals printed in the territory of present-day
Croatia during the late 19th and early 20th centuries. Thanks to the digitisation
of newspaper content, new research opportunities have opened up, enabling
the analysis of these historical sources. The paper focuses on the digitised
journals “Esseker Tagblatt” and “Slavonische Presse,” which were printed in
Osijek. The research of these materials allows for a deeper understanding of
how medical information and advertisements were shaped and perceived at the
time and considers their ethical dimensions within the context of health and
bioethics.

HOLMES ROLSTON’S KEY ROLE IN OUR JOURNEY
TOWARDS AN INTEGRAL ECOLOGY

American physicist, mathematician, philosopher, and Templeton Prize-
winning theologian Holmes Rolston (1932-) saw ethics as unified with the
natural sciences: the natural “is” is not far from the “should be” of ethics.
The gene set is a propositional stock, a linguistic molecule, a normative set,
carrying a genetic telos for all organisms, regardless of the species capacity for
purpose. Interspecies and interspecific ethics are needed so that human ethics
are not specialised to a single species, as for culture to exist at all, the living
world must exist. Rolston’s reflections can play a crucial role in our journey
toward the integral ecology set out in Laudato si’. His ethic is both teleological
and deontological because he values both the telos of organisms and life itself.
It synthesises the levels of existence, from the individual to the ecosystem, and
highlights the special role of the human being in being able to attribute value
to the forces of nature that operate through them. To consider humans as part
of the ecological system is to recognise that, in biological terms, evolution has
produced the act of attributing value. Therefore, the whole system and all its
elements are valuable before humans begin to value them. Through his work,
he has shown a way of blending scientific knowledge and conscience, ethics
and biology, in a new way.

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OSOBNI I DRUSTVENI ASPEKTI ZDRAVLJA UCITELJA

Svjedoci smo kako se danasnji ucitelji susrecu s brojnim izazovima i teSko¢ama
u svom radu. Zdravlje ucitelja ima vazan utjecaj na njihovu profesionalnu
ucinkovitost, ali i na kvalitetu obrazovanja koju pruzaju ucenicima. U ovom
se radu razmatraju osobni i drustveni aspekti zdravlja ucitelja. Propituje se
tjelesno i mentalno zdravlje ucitelja te profesionalno zadovoljstvo kao i podrska
zajednice te meduljudski odnosi s kolegama u skoli. Cilj rada je predstaviti
program podrske uciteljima utemeljen na hagioterapiji koji tezi zadovoljiti
temeljni aspekte zdravlja ucitelje. Hagioterapija se bavi antropoloskim
pristupom u proucavanju covjeka, odnosno onim po ¢emu je Covjek istinski
covjek, originalno i dostojanstveno bi¢e. Hagioterapijski pristup se pokazao
pouzdan u pomo¢i uciteljima glede otkrivanja osobnog dostojanstvo i
vrijednosti poziva te nadvladaniju narusenih meduljudskih odnosa. Program
se provodi od 2019./2020. skolske godine za zainteresirane ucitelje. Sudionici
programa naglasili su kako im je vazna podrska koju ucitelji dobivaju iz svoje
okoline, bilo da je rije¢ o Skolskoj zajednici, obitelji ili Sirem drustvu. Ishodi
hagioterapijskog programa podrske uciteljima potvrduju da je zdravlje ucitelja
kljuéno za njegovu sposobnost da ostvari kvalitetan rad u ucionici i pozitivan
odnos s ucenicima i kolegama. Rezultati potvrduju znacaj programa kao
vaznog ¢imbenika u pravilnom nosenju sa svakodnevnim izazovima uciteljske
profesije i usmjerenijem fokusu na temeljne zivotne vrijednosti.

PERSONAL AND SOCIAL ASPECTS OF TEACHERS’
HEALTH

We are witnessing how today’s teachers face numerous challenges and
difficulties in their work. The health of teachers has an important influence on
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their professional efficiency, as well as on the quality of education they provide
to students. This paper examines the personal and social aspects of teachers’
health. The physical and mental health of teachers, professional satisfaction,
community support, and interpersonal relationships with colleagues at school
are explored. The paper aims to present a support program for teachers
based on hagiotherapy to address the fundamental aspects of teacher health.
Hagiotherapy takes an anthropological approach to the study of humanity,
focusing on what makes a person a true, original, and dignified being. The
hagiotherapy approach has proven reliable in helping teachers discover their
personal dignity and the value of their calling, and in overcoming damaged
interpersonal relationships. The program has been implemented since the
2019/2020 school year for interested teachers. Participants in the program
emphasized that the support they receive from their environment—whether
from the school community, family, or wider society—is important to them.
The results of the hagiotherapy support program for teachers confirm that
a teacher’s health is crucial for their ability to achieve quality work in the
classroom and maintain positive relationships with students and colleagues.
The results highlight the importance of the program as a significant factor in
addressing the daily challenges of the teaching profession and promoting a
stronger focus on fundamental life values.

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PUT DO ZDRAVLJA UCENIKA SKOLSKIM

Zdravlje djece u 21. stoljecu suocava se s brojnim izazovima danasnjice u

kontekstu drustvenih, tehnoloskih i zdravstvenih promjena. Iako se osnovne
fizioloske i razvojne potrebe djece nisu znacajno promijenile, uoceno je
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smanjenje vremena koje djeca provode u prirodnom okruzenju. Nedovoljna
fizicka aktivnost i pretjerana upotreba digitalnih sadrzaja sve vise doprinose
problemima paznje i koncentracije kod djece rane Skolske dobi. Takoder,
rastué¢a ucestalost alergija, dijabetesa i pada imuniteta pozivaju odgovorne
dionike za iskorak i jaanje zdravlja djece.

djece kulturom Zzivljenja. Rad ¢e predstaviti primjer izvannastavne aktivnosti
,»Poduzetni prirodnjaci® koja se provodi u Osnovnoj skoli ,,Mladost* Osijek
kao model za poticanje ekoloske svijesti i odrzivog zZivljenja djece rane Skolske
dobi. Program je usmjeren na vaznost svakodnevnog boravka u prirodi te razvoj
odrzive ekoloske svijesti koja se temelji na razumijevanju vaznosti brige za
sebe i1 druge. Razvijanje svijesti o osobnom zdravlju i ekologiji kljucno je za
oblikovanje odgovornog odnosa prema prirodi i okoliSu u buduénosti. Kroz
ovaj primjer dobre prakse bit ¢e prikazano kako djeca uce kroz igru, boravak
u prirodi, radom na ekoloskim projektima uz integraciju Citanja i obrazovnih
materijala o prirodi.

OUTDOOR LEARNING ACTIVITIES AS A PATH TO
STUDENTS’ HEALTH

Children’s health in the 21st century faces numerous challenges due to social,
technological, and health changes. Although children’s basic physiological and
developmental needs have not changed significantly, a decrease in the time
they spend in the natural environment has been observed. Insufficient physical
activity and excessive use of digital content increasingly contribute to attention
and concentration problems in children of early school age. Additionally, the
growing prevalence of allergies, diabetes, and decreased immunity calls for
responsible stakeholders to step forward and strengthen children’s health. The
paper aims to analyze contemporary challenges and perspectives on children’s
health in relation to school activities in nature. The importance of children’s
exposure to nature will be emphasized as a critical factor in strengthening
children’s health through a culture of living. The paper will present an example
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of the extracurricular activity “Entrepreneurial Naturalists,” implemented
at the Elementary School “Mladost” in Osijek, as a model for encouraging
ecological awareness and sustainable living among children of early school
age. The program focuses on the importance of daily exposure to nature and
the development of sustainable ecological awareness, which is grounded in
understanding the importance of caring for oneself and others. Developing
awareness of personal health and ecology is essential for shaping a responsible
relationship with nature and the environment in the future. Through this
example of good practice, it will be shown how children learn through play,
spending time in nature, and working on ecological projects, while integrating
reading and educational materials about nature. As an outcome of this work,
educational stakeholders are encouraged to implement ecological activities to
promote a sustainable lifestyle.

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THE ROLE OF THE BODY IN MAINTAINING HEALTH

The body is the fundamental phenomenon par excellence because it constitutes
all experiences, from simple physiological processes to the highest levels of
thought. Accordingly, we do not have knowledge of our body as an object; rather,
it is given to us as a thematized body from the first-person singular perspective,
in affectivity and through affectivity itself. The body is the backdrop of our
relationship with the world, allowing us to perceive ourselves and others not
as objects but as horizons. From a phenomenological perspective of the body,
the boundaries between health and illness are fluid, where illness is defined as
alienation from one’s own body, and health as an intact bodily existence. In
this sense, the role of the body in maintaining psychological, social, spiritual,
mental, and all other aspects of health will be emphasized in this work, as the
body is a powerful means of expression and an instrument of communication.
The key lies in developing sensitivity toward the vulnerable human body and
its signals, rather than merely instrumentalizing and objectifying it.

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ULOGA POVRATNIH INFORMACIJA KORISNIKA U
OPTIMIZACIJI DIGITALNIH APLIKACIJA ZA ZDRAVLIJE

Digitalne aplikacije za zdravlje predstavljaju znacajan potencijal za rjeSavanje
suvremenih zdravstvenih izazova. Unato¢ sve ve¢em broju osoba koje koriste
upute koje im daju mobilne aplikacije za zdravlje, razina pridrzavanja istima
i dalje je niska $to nepovoljno utjeée na ukupnu uéinkovitost tih aplikacija.
Istrazivanja koja se bave temeljnim uzrocima ovakve niske angaziranosti
nedostatno su zastupljena, iako je korisni¢ko iskustvo vazan ¢imbenik u
prihvacanju tih aplikacija.Analiza korisnic¢kih recenzija mobilnih aplikacija
za zdravlje moze pruziti uvid u korisnicka iskustva, ukljucujuci znacajke
koje su korisnici ocijenili pozitivnim ili im pak nedostaju, ¢ime se usmjerava
buduéi razvoj i poboljsanja aplikacija. Cilj je istrazivanja analizirati povratne
informacije korisnika o javno dostupnim aplikacijama za zdravlje kako
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bi se identificirale njihove prednosti i nedostaci te utvrdile smjernice za
njihovo poboljsanje. Analizirane su recenzije korisnika 102 aplikacije za
zdravlje iz Apple App Storea i Google Playa primjenom tematske analize i
analize sentimenta. Rezultati pokazuju da korisnici preferiraju jednostavnost
koristenja aplikacija, prilagodljive znacajke, motivacijske elemente i kvalitetnu
korisnicku podrsku. S druge strane, neadekvatna upotrebljivost, tehnicki
nedostatci, neodgovarajuca korisni¢ka podrska te zabrinutost oko sigurnosti
1 privatnosti podataka najces¢i su razlozi odustajanja korisnika od koriStenja
aplikacija za zdravlje.

THE ROLE OF USER REVIEWS IN OPTIMIZING DIGITAL
HEALTH APPLICATIONS

Digital health applications represent significant potential for addressing modern
health challenges. Despite an increasing number of people using instructions
provided by mobile health apps, the level of adherence remains low, which
adversely affects the overall effectiveness of these apps. Research investigating
the root causes of such low engagement is insufficiently represented, even
though user experience is a key factor in the acceptance of these applications.
Analyzing user reviews of mobile health apps can provide insight into user
experiences, including features that users find positive or lacking, thereby
guiding future app development and improvements. The goal of this research
is to analyze user feedback on publicly available health applications to identify
their strengths and weaknesses and determine guidelines for their improvement.
User reviews of 102 health apps from the Apple App Store and Google Play
were analyzed using thematic and sentiment analysis. The results show that
users prefer ease of use, customizable features, motivational elements, and
quality customer support. On the other hand, poor usability, technical issues,
inadequate user support, and concerns about data security and privacy are the
most common reasons for users to abandon health applications.

Tendencije suvremene medicine propulzivho usmjeravaju postupak
presadivanja dijelova tijela standardizaciji u lije¢enju velikog broja bolesti.
Medutim, navedena danost generira ne- malen broj razlicitih (privatno)pravno-
etickih upitnosti koja zahtijevaju stanovita propitivanja. Jedno od temeljnih
odnosi se na utvrdivanje granica izmedu osobnosti i vlasnistva nad dijelovima
tijela.

THE BODY, BEING AND OWNING - OWNERSHIP OF THE
BODY

The tendencies of modern medicine increasingly direct the procedure of body
part transplantation toward standardization in the treatment of a wide range of
diseases. However, this fact raises numerous legal and ethical questions that
require careful examination. One of the fundamental concerns is establishing
boundaries between personhood and ownership of body parts. Am I the owner
of my body? Where do the boundaries of humanity and personhood lie, and
what are the constituent elements of humans as beings? Do the parts of the
human body possess the moral and legal status of a person or a thing, and
is this status even a binary, Manichean system? If body parts are considered
things, who owns them? An integrative approach, combining legal and moral
philosophy with civil law doctrine perspectives on legal subjectivity and
property rights, is essential for addressing these questions.

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MENTALNO ZDRAVLJE HRVATSKIH STUDENATA

U ovom se izlaganju predstavljaju rezultati empirijskoga istrazivanja o
mentalnom zdravlju i mentalnim potesko¢ama provedenoga medu studentima
preddiplomskih, diplomskih i integriranih sveuciliSnih studija u Hrvatskoj.
Nakon $to su isti autori u nekoliko radova adresirali temu mentalnoga zdravlja
i dobrobiti studenata doktorskih studija u Hrvatskoj, ovaj se korak doimao
nuznim za cjelovito spoznavanje mentalnog stanja korisnika hrvatskoga
visokoobrazovnoga sustava. Uvazavajuci ¢injenicu da su studenti jedna od
najvaznijih drustvenih skupina za sadasnjost i buduénost jednoga drustva te
prepoznavsi sve vecu prisutnost depresivnosti, anksioznosti i psihopatoloskih
teskoca opcéenito medu njima, autori su se odlucili na ovo istrazivanje imajuci
u vidu dva temeljna cilja: (1) ustanoviti rasirenost mentalnih problema medu
studentima te utvrditi najcesce razloge i okolnosti njihova nastanka i (2) podiéi
svijest akademske i Sire zajednice o rasSirenosti problema mentalnoga zdravlja
medu studentima te posljedi¢no utjecati na jaéanje preventivnog i terapijskog
institucionalnog okvira.

MENTAL HEALTH OF CROATIAN STUDENTS

This presentation presents the results of an empirical study on mental
health and mental disabilities conducted among undergraduate and graduate
university students in Croatia. Having addressed the topic of mental health and
well-being of postgraduate students in Croatia in several papers by the same
authors, this step seemed necessary for a complete understanding of the mental
health of the Croatian higher education system. Recognizing that students are
perhaps the most important population group for the present and future of a
society, and given the increasing presence of depression, anxiety, and other
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mental illnesses among them, the authors decided to conduct this research with
two main objectives: (1) to identify the prevalence of mental health problems
among students and determine the most common reasons and circumstances
of their occurrence, and (2) to raise awareness in the academic and wider
community of the prevalence of mental health problems among students and
consequently influence the strengthening of the preventive and therapeutic
institutional framework.

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BIOETIKA I ETICKA PITANJA U RADU, LIJECENJU I
REHABILITACIJI OSOBA OBOLJELIH OD DUSEVNIH
BOLESTI

Bioetika predstavlja granu etike ¢iji je glavni predmet istrazivanja ljudsko
ponasanje u podruéju biomedicinske znanosti s posebnim naglasavanjem
moralnih vrijednosti i nacela. Osobe oboljele od dusevnih bolesti nazalost
su jo$ uvijek pracene i obiljeZene snaznom stigmom koja ih Cesto izlaze
razli¢itim oblicima drustvene diskriminacije §to u konac¢nici moze rezultirati
i povredom temeljnih ljudskih prava. Glavna teorijska polazista rada temelje
se upravo na definiranju specifi¢nosti etike i etickih pitanja u radu s osobama
oboljelim od dusevnih bolesti, posebice kada je rije¢ o prisilnom smjestaju ili
hospitalizaciji, primjeni placeba u istrazivanjima i istraZivanjima opc¢enito te
razlici sudske i klini¢ke psihijatrije. Cilj rada je zbog toga prikazati optimalne
eticke standarde i principe u radu s duSevno bolesnim osobama i psihijatrijskoj
praksi opcenito, ali i istaknuti ucinkovite oblike lijeCenja i rehabilitacije te
socijalnih usluga kojima im se unaprjeduje kvaliteta zivota. Metodologija rada
temeljila se na analizi relevantne literature prema kojoj postoje dokumenti
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kojima su jasno odredena spomenuta prava, nacela i standardi u radu s dusevno
bolesnim osobama, u njih se primarno ubrajaju Opc¢a deklaracija o ljudskim
pravima te Havajska i Madridska deklaracija. Rezultati pregleda i analize
literature dodatno ukazuju na postojanje metoda lijeCenja i rehabilitacije
dusevno bolesnih osoba koje daju najbolje rezultate, ukljucujuéi i socijalnu
uslugu organiziranog stanovanja. Organiziranim stanovanjem osigurava se
stanovanje u stambenoj jedinici uz stalnu ili povremenu stru¢nu i drugu pomoc,
aizmedu ostalih skupina populacije, mogu ju koristiti i dusevno bolesne osobe.
Navedena socijalna usluga ima klju¢nu ulogu u procesu deinstitucionalizacije
dusevno bolesnih osoba, njihovom ravnopravnom ukljucivanju u zajednicu
te smanjivanju sveprisutne stigme koja ih prati. Dobar primjer iz prakse za
ovu, ali 1 brojne druge socijalne usluge vezane za dusevno bolesne osobe,
predstavlja Centar za pruzanje usluga u zajednici ‘JA kao i TI” u Osijeku.

BIOETHICS AND ETHICAL ISSUES IN THE WORK,
TREATMENT AND REHABILITATION OF PEOPLE
SUFFERING FROM MENTAL DISEASES

Bioethics is a branch of ethics that focuses on human behaviour in biomedical
science, particularly emphasising moral values and principles. Unfortunately,
people suffering from mental illnesses are still burdened by a strong stigma,
often subjecting them to various forms of social discrimination, which can
result in the violation of fundamental human rights. The main theoretical
frameworks of this paper are based on defining the specific ethical issues
involved in working with individuals suffering from mental illnesses,
particularly in cases of forced accommodation or hospitalisation, the use
of placebos in research, and the distinction between forensic and clinical
psychiatry. This paper aims to identify optimal ethical standards and principles
in working with mentally ill individuals and in psychiatric practice in general
while also highlighting effective forms of treatment, rehabilitation, and social
services that improve their quality of life. The methodology is based on an
analysis of relevant literature, which indicates the existence of documents that
clearly define the rights, principles, and standards in working with mentally
ill persons. These documents primarily include the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights and the Hawaii and Madrid Declarations. The results of the
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literature analysis also point to methods of treatment and rehabilitation for
mentally ill individuals that yield the best outcomes, including the social
service of organised housing. Organised housing provides accommodation in a
housing unit with permanent or periodic professional and other assistance and,
among different population groups, can also be used by individuals suffering
from mental illness. As a social service, organised housing plays a vital role in
the process of deinstitutionalising mentally ill individuals, ensuring their equal
inclusion in the community, and reducing the stigma that often accompanies
them. An excellent example of this, as well as other social services related
to mentally ill individuals, is represented by the Center for the Provision of
Services in the Community ‘JA kao i TI” in Osijek.

Zakon o obveznom zdravstvenom osiguranju (NN 80/2013, 137/2013,
98/2019) definira bolovanje kao odsutnost s radnog mjesta zbog bolesti,
ozljede ili drugih opravdanih okolnosti. Pravo na naknadu place za vrijeme
privremene nesposobnosti za rad ostvaruju osobe koje su u radnom odnosu ili
samozaposlene, bave se poljoprivrednom djelatnoscu, pripadaju svecenickoj
sluzbi, pruzaju pomoc i njegu hrvatskom ratnom veteranu, imaju priznat status
roditelja njegovatelja ili zadovoljavaju druge uvjete propisane zakonom.
Medutim, za profesionalne glazbenike, koristenje prava na bolovanje moze
otvoriti odredena eti¢ka pitanja: u kojoj mjeri je moralno opravdano otkazivanje
koncerta zbog bolovanja? Koliko ozbiljna mora biti zdravstvena situacija da bi
takva odluka bila smatrana opravdanom? Ovaj rad nastoji razmotriti ta pitanja
koriStenje prava na bolovanje, pri ¢emu su prioriteti javnog nastupa dovedeni
u pitanje.

The Act on Mandatory Health Insurance (NN 80/2013, 137/2013, 98/2019)
defines sick leave as an absence from work due to illness, injury, or other
justified circumstances. The right to wage compensation during temporary
incapacity for work is granted to individuals who are employed or self-
employed, engaged in agricultural activities, belong to the clergy, provide
assistance and care to a Croatian war veteran, have recognised status as a
parent caregiver, or meet other conditions prescribed by law. However, for
professional musicians, exercising the right to sick leave may raise specific
ethical questions: to what extent is it morally justifiable to cancel a concert due
to sick leave? How serious must a health condition be for such a decision to
be deemed justified? This paper aims to explore these questions and analyse
specific examples in which musicians have utilised or refrained from exercising
their right to sick leave, thus questioning the priorities of public performance.

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CIMBENICI RODITELJSKOG ODABIRA SPORTSKE
GIMNASTIKE KAO SPORTA ZA DIJETE

Ovaj rad istrazuje Cimbenike koji utjeCu na roditeljski odabir sportske
gimnastike kao sporta za njihovu djecu, s naglaskom na razlike izmedu
roditelja muskog spola i roditelje Zzenskog spola u percepciji tih ¢imbenika.
Istrazivanje je provedeno na uzorku od 79 roditelja, od kojih su 55 bile
zene, a 24 muskarci. Glavni ¢imbenici analizirani u istrazivanju ukljuéuju
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vaznost opreme, kvalifikacije trenera, zadovoljstvo programom te redovito
informiranje o napretku djeteta. Analizom deskriptivnih podataka vidljivo je
da je najveci broj roditelja saznao za sportske gimnasticke programe putem
preporuka prijatelja i obitelji koji ¢ini 38. Statisti¢ki testovi poput Mann-
Whitney U testa koristeni su za analizu spolnih razlika, te su rezultati potvrdili
hipoteze o razlikama u percepciji vaznosti opreme, zadovoljstvu programom
i vaznosti informiranja o napretku djeteta. Rezultati pokazuju da zene pridaju
vecu vaznost kvaliteti sportske opreme, s vec¢im naglaskom na sigurnosne
aspekte, §to potvrduje i statisticki znacajna razlika u ovoj kategoriji. Takoder,
zene su pokazale veée zadovoljstvo trenutacnim gimnasti¢kim programima te
su bile sklonije pridavati vaznost redovitoj komunikaciji s trenerima o napretku
djeteta. Ovi rezultati pruzaju uvid u kljucne ¢imbenike koji oblikuju roditeljske
odluke, a mogu posluziti gimnasti¢kim klubovima za prilagodbu programa s
ciljem povecanja roditeljskog zadovoljstva i dugoroénog angazmana djece u
sportu.

FACTORS OF THE PARENT’S CHOICE OF GYMNASTICS
AS A SPORT FOR THE CHILD

This paper explores the factors that influence parental choice of artistic
gymnastics as a sport for their children, focusing on the differences between
male and female parents in their perception of these factors. The research
was conducted on a sample of 79 parents, 55 women and 24 men. The main
factors analysed in the study include the importance of equipment, coach
qualifications, satisfaction with the program, and regular updates on the child’s
progress. An analysis of descriptive data shows that most parents learned about
artistic gymnastics programs through recommendations from friends and
family, accounting for 38%. Statistical tests such as the Mann-Whitney U test
were used to analyse gender differences, and the results confirmed hypotheses
regarding differences in the perception of the importance of equipment,
satisfaction with the program, and the importance of being informed about
the child’s progress. The results show that women place greater importance on
the quality of sports equipment, with a stronger emphasis on safety aspects, as
indicated by a statistically significant difference in this category. Additionally,
women demonstrated greater satisfaction with current gymnastics programs

and were more inclined to emphasise the importance of regular communication
with coaches about their child’s progress. These results provide insight into
the key factors shaping parental decisions, which may help gymnastics clubs
adjust their programs to increase parental satisfaction and promote long-term
engagement of children in the sport.

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PLES KAO HETEROTOPIJA PROTIV HEGEMONIJSKIH
DISKURSA TRAUMATSKIH ISKUSTAVA: KAKO
TERAPIJA PLESOM I POKRETOM MOZE POMOCI
U RJESAVANJU, OLAKSANJU I SUOCAVANIJU S
TRAUMATSKIM ISKUSTVIMA

U ovom radu autorica istrazuje ples kao praksu i kao prostor “Drugog®,
kontrahegemonijski prostor koji je pod utjecajem postojeéeg drustvenog
poretka, odnosno postojee moéi traumatskog diskursa koji je neka vrsta
nametnutog diskursa, aistovremeno mu se opire. Kako bismo istrazili te premise,
koristit ¢emo se konceptom heterotopije Michela Foucaulta i primijeniti ga
na analizu plesa kao umjetni¢ke prakse i moguénosti razumijevanja plesa
kao heterotopije u kojoj su dominantni hegemonijski diskursi obrnuti, te
kao kontrahegemonijskog prostora, kako autori Christofidou i Milioni,
naglaSavaju, ples ima potencijal poremetiti i dekonstruirati hegemonijske
diskurse proslih traumatskih iskustava ili dogadaja. Ocekivani znanstveni
doprinos ide u smjeru onoga §to autorica ovog rada tvrdi da su nam za
lijeCenje trauma koje su urezane u tijelo i razumijevanje tijela kao izricaja i
platna na kojem se ocrtava kriza potrebna tjelesna sjec¢anja i price, kako one
o prezivljavanju, tako i o traumi, ranama, i one o zacjeljivanju. Pokazuje se
kako ples moze pruziti kontrahegemonijski prostor, omoguéiti rekonstrukciju
mjesta traumatskih dogadaja koji su utisnuti u tijelo, u mjesta komunikacije i
rekonstrukcije znacenja te kako ples moze pozvati pojedinca na promisljanje
vlastitog identiteta i povezivanje svojeg fragmentiranog jastva, selfa. Takoder
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kao doprinos rada mozemo istaknuti i znacenje pokreta — plesa koji otvara
statiku tijela kinestetickoj empatiji, koja pak omogucuje ulazak u prostore
neizgovorenih prica o tijelu. Tako se uocava i vaznost i znacaj Etike dodira,
blizine i etike prostora izmedu dva tijela i onoga §to u tim prostorima “izmedu”
znadi biti, biti u tom “jos ne” (about-to-be) vodi nas u tom smjeru. Tvrdnja da
su nasa tijela samokonstituirana i oblikovana kolektivom, drustvom i povijeséu
(osobnom ili kolektivnom), te da znamo djelujuci, prvenstveno kroz tijelo, u
sinergiji s umom i okolinom (aktivni pristup) doprinosi boljem razumijevanju
mehanizama oporavka kako na osobnoj tako i na kolektivnoj razini.

DANCE AS A HETEROTOPIA AGAINST HEGEMONIC
DISCOURSES OF TRAUMATIC EXPERIENCES: HOW
DANCE MOVEMENT THERAPY CAN HELP TO RESOLVE,
EASE AND COPE WITH TRAUMATIC EXPERIENCES

In this paper, we explore dance as a practice and space of the Other, a counter-
hegemonic space influenced by the existing social ordering or the power of
traumatic discourse, which is an imposed discourse, while simultaneously
resisting it. To explore these premises, we will use Michel Foucault’s concept
of heterotopia and apply it to the analysis of dance as an artistic practice. We
will examine the potential of dance to be understood as a heterotopia, where
dominant hegemonic discourses are reversed, and as a counter-hegemonic
space, as noted by authors Christofidou and Milioni, which has the potential to
disrupt and deconstruct hegemonic discourses of past traumatic experiences or
events. We argue that, to heal the traumas engraved in the body and understand
the body as an expression and canvas on which crises are outlined, we need
bodily memories and stories—both of survival, trauma, wounds, and healing.
We demonstrate how dance may provide a counter-hegemonic space, enabling
the reconstruction of the places of traumatic events imprinted in the body into
areas of communication and reconstruction of meaning. Moreover, dance can
invite individuals to reflect on their identity and connect their fragmented
selves. Here, we emphasise the sense of movement—a dance that opens the
static body to kinesthetic empathy, allowing us to enter the spaces of unspoken
body stories. We assert that our bodies are both self-constituted and shaped by
the collective, society and history (personal or collective), and that we come to
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know by acting, primarily through the body, in synergy with the mind and the
environment (enactive approach).

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MUSIC THERAPY AS SUPPORT FOR MUSIC EDUCATION
IN IMPLEMENTING THE CROSS-CURRICULAR THEME

Since traditional classes no longer satisfy the educational needs of new
generations, the current elementary school curriculum offers seven different
cross-curricular topics with a recommendation to implement them by
integrating all educational areas. Each topic is fully implemented through an
open-curriculum approach to learning and teaching, with a broad perspective
on individual issues for students’ comprehensive, holistic development and
competencies. Given the evident influence of music on an individual’s health
and well-being in many aspects of the common musical experience, the cross-
curricular topic of Health can be effectively addressed through various musical
content and activities during Music Teaching classes. Creative and engaging,
student-centred musical activities can be strongly supported by musical
experiences incorporating music therapy elements. As a result, students can
actively and positively enhance their well-being, recognize emotions, and
express their thoughts, feelings, and identities in unique ways.

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KORALIJE-III IZ PERSPEKTIVE MAJKI

S roditeljima se rijetko razgovara o njihovim iskustvima i dvojbama vezanim uz
ispunjavanje roditeljskih ljestvica o jezicnom, govornom i komunikacijskom
razvoju u klinicke logopedske svrhe. U ovoj kvalitativnoj studiji provedenoj
u dvije drzave — Hrvatskoj i Sloveniji - intervjuirane su majke djece urednog
jezicnog razvoja, kao i majke djece s razvojnim poremecajima, kako bi se
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dobio uvid u njihova iskustva s ispunjavanjem Komunikacijskih razvojnih
ljestvica (KORALJE-III) te prikupile preporuke za poboljsanje prikladnosti
ovih ljestvica za roditelje. Majke su istaknule nekoliko prednosti poput
njihove jednostavnosti, sazetosti i informativnosti, $to roditeljima daje pregled
vjestina koje djeca trebaju usvojiti u dobi izmedu 30 i 48 mjeseci. Osim
toga, podijelile su vrijedne informacije o dvojbama s kojima su se susretale
tijekom ispunjavanja ljestvica. S obzirom na to da se KORALJE-III temelje
na roditeljskom izvjeStavanju, od iznimne je vaznosti provesti intervjue s
njima kako bi se razjasnile eventualne nejasnoée unutar ljestvica. Ovaj korak
trebao bi postati standardna komponenta procesa razvoja ljestvica kako bi se
osiguralo da se roditelji aktivno ukljuée u ovaj proces koji se temelji upravo
na njihovim videnjima. Time se takoder osigurava objektivnije i preciznije
dohvaéanje podataka o komunikacijskom, jezi¢nom i govornom razvoju djece.
Osim vrijednih zakljucaka roditeljske percepcije, studija osvjeStava i vaznost
brige oko nacina izvjestavanja podataka s obzirom da je rije¢ o djeci urednog,
ali i onoj s teSkoc¢ama u razvoju kao i osjetljivosti provedbe intervjua s obzirom
na njegovu usmjerenost na djetetov jezicni i komunikacijski razvoj.

KORALJE-III - FROM A MOTHER PERSPECTIVE

Parental experiences and concerns regarding completing developmental scales
related to children’s language, speech, and communication development for
clinical speech-language purposes are seldom discussed. This qualitative
study, conducted in two countries—Croatia and Slovenia—interviewed
mothers of children with typical language development as well as mothers of
children with developmental disorders to gain insights into their experiences
with completing the Communicative Development Inventories (CDI-III)
and to gather recommendations for improving the suitability of these scales
for parents. The mothers highlighted several advantages, such as the scales’
simplicity, conciseness, and informativeness, which give parents an overview
of the skills children are expected to acquire between 30 and 48 months of age.
Furthermore, they shared valuable information regarding the uncertainties they
encountered while completing the scales. Given that the CDI-III rely on parental
reporting, conducting interviews with parents to clarify any ambiguities within
the scales is paramount. This step should become a standard component of
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the scale development process to ensure that parents are actively involved in
a process that fundamentally relies on their perspectives. In doing so, more
objective and accurate data regarding children’s communication, language,
and speech development can be captured. In addition to valuable conclusions
regarding parental perceptions, this study raises awareness about the importance
of reporting methods, considering both children with typical development and
those with developmental difficulties and the sensitivity required in conducting
interviews focused on the child’s language and communication development.

Empathy, the ability
to recognize and understand the feelings of others, is fostered through
collaborative, dialogical, and creative activities, enhancing social skills and
mutual support among students. At the same time, mindfulness techniques
enable deeper introspection, increasing awareness of one’s own emotions
and promoting calmness in dealing with stress. Mindfulness techniques
promote emotional development, improve communication, reduce conflicts,
and strengthen interpersonal relationships and inclusivity within the school,
creating a positive school climate and enhancing overall student well-being.

Tehnika se danas razvija nevjerojatnom brzinom te se ubrzano primjenjuje
u raznim granama medicine. lako omogudéuje pozitivan napredak, ujedno
nas suocava s novim etickim izazovima. Jedan od klju¢nih pred koji nas
stavlja tehnika danas je shvacanje pojma zdravlja, koji je srediSnji pojam i
bit medicine. Na ovaj pojam moze se primijeniti Heideggerova misao da bit
tehnike nije tehnicka, kao Sto ni bit medicine nije medicinska. To potvrduje i
definicija zdravlja Svjetske zdravstvene organizacije.

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THE CRISIS OF THE CONCEPT OF HEALTH: ETHICAL
CHALLENGES OF MODERN TECHNOLOGY

Technology is evolving at an astonishing pace and is being rapidly integrated
into various branches of medicine. While it facilitates positive advancements,
it simultaneously presents new ethical challenges. One of the key issues raised
by technology today is the understanding of the concept of health, which
is central and essential to medicine. Heidegger’s insight that the essence of
technology is not technological similarly suggests that the essence of medicine
is not merely medical. This is supported by the World Health Organization’s
definition of health. The concept of health transcends medicine, although
medicine must presuppose it to fulfill its roles in prevention, treatment, and
palliative care. With technological advances, the notion of health becomes
unstable and subject to varying interpretations. This presentation will outline
the main arguments for this thesis and potential misconceptions related to the
crisis of the concept of health.

RELIGIOUS-TRANSCENDENTAL IMPLICATIONS OF
HEALTH: AMETHODOONTOLOGICAL PERSPECTIVE OF
(JUDEO-)CHRISTIANITY

Agreeing with the words of Vladeta Jeroti¢ that the sphere of religiosity is
the finest, most profound, and most sensitive aspect of human life, the author
will attempt to show, using the example of Health, that the constant presence
of God’s spirit in man (neshamah in Judaism, symbolized in the “nose”—and
in our language, we say no-zdr(a)-va), when man became a living being at
God’s command, according to Judeo-Christian belief, is constitutive of both
human freedom and love, i.e., freedo(m)love. The research will, therefore, aim
to offer an introduction to the Judeo-Christian eschatology of Health, which
began its linear cycle in the Garden of Eden before original sin. Afterward,
the fall into Iliness occurred, and only with the appearance of Christ did it
begin to ascend again toward the ideal of primordial Health. In this context,
Waldenfels’ (somewhat ironic) thesis that the head of the church, or the church
itself, “takes care of the general mental health” of everyone else (others) will
be examined from a methodo-ontological perspective.

ZA MIR

Problem odnosa nasilja i nenasilja jedno je od pitanja na koje odgovore traze
brojne religije i filozofske Skole. U svjetlu otvaranja novih ratnih zarista
ponovno se aktualizira uloga odgoja u promoviranju mira kao humane
vrijednosti na kojoj se temelji mentalno zdravlje populacije. Odgoj za mir
odavno je zastupljen u povijesti pedagogije, ali se tek u 20. stolje¢u znacajnije
isti¢e u sklopu pedagogije zajednistva, a uslijed velikih sukoba koji dugoro¢no
narusavaju mentalno zdravlje covjeCanstva. Zbog navedenog, cilj je rada bio
argumentirati relevantnost ideja pedagogije zajednistva u sadasnjem trenutku,
a ¢ija su nacela djelovanja: a) uvjerenje da sam voljena osoba, b) konkretizacija
mirotvornih odnosa u svakodnevnici, ¢) postupnost (od heteronomnog morala
k autonomnom moralu), d) reciprocitet u ljudskim odnosima (pomoc¢u metode
Lumijeée ljubavi®), e) suoCavanje s potesko¢ama, f) globalno gradanstvo
(jedinstvo medu narodima). Dodatni je cilj bio ilustrirati na¢ine ostvarivanja
odgoja za mir u sklopu primjene Agazzi metode s djecom rane i predskolske
dobi u dje¢jem vrti¢u. Veé od najranije dobi moguce je provoditi odgoj za mir
kako bi pojedinci u zajednici ostvarili mir sa samim sobom, mir s drugima i
mir s prirodom, uéeci tako mehanizme za o¢uvanje mentalnog zdravlja.

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PRESERVING CHILDREN’S MENTAL HEALTH
THROUGH PEACE EDUCATION

he problem of (non)violence among humans has been addressed by numerous
religions and philosophical schools of thought. In light of the recent emergence
of new war hotspots, the role of education that promotes peace as a humane
value, on which the mental health ofthe population is based, has once again come
to the forefront. Education for peace has been incorporated into pedagogical
thought throughout history, but it was only in the 20th century—when major
conflicts occurred and severely damaged the mental health of humanity—that
it stood out more significantly as part of the pedagogy of unity. Therefore, this
paper aims to discuss the relevance of the ideas of the pedagogy of unity at the
present moment, whose principles of action are: a) the belief that I am loved,
b) the concretization of peaceful relations in everyday life, c) gradualism (from
heteronomous morality to autonomous morality), d) reciprocity in human
relations (using the “art of love” method), e) facing difficulties, and f) global
citizenship (unity among nations). An additional aim is to illustrate ways of
achieving peace education as part of the application of the Agazzi method with
children of early and preschool age in kindergarten. From an early age, it is
possible to implement peace education so that individuals in the community
achieve peace with themselves, others, and the natural environment, thereby
learning mechanisms for preserving their mental health.

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HUMANISTICKI PRISTUP VANJSKOME VREDNOVANJU
OBRAZOVANIJA - SPOJ NESPOJIVOGA?

Vanjsko vrednovanje predstavlja objektivni(ji) pristup pracenju kvalitetete
rada odgojno- obrazovne ustanove od unutarnjega vrednovanja, buduéi da ga
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ne provode oni koji su u sam rad ustanove izravno (ili neizravno) ukljuceni, ve¢
nepristrana organizacija (u Hrvatskoj: Nacionalni centar za vanjsko vrednovanje
obrazovanja). Kao takvo, vanjsko je vrednovanje dio kurikulumske ciljno
usmjerene filozofije temeljene na standardizaciji obrazovanja — ponajprije
standardizaciji obrazovnih ishoda u vidu ste¢enih kompetencija koje su djelatno
dokazive (tj. trziSno iskoristive). To povlaci za sobom potrebu vrednovanja
rezultata rada ustanove u tzv. funkcionalistickoj vrijednosnoj orijentaciji,
koja se suprotstavlja humanistickom pristupu usmjerenomu na sam proces
obrazovanja, a koji pak svoje djelovanje temelji na tvrdnji da je obrazovanje
samo sebi svrhom. Propituju¢i je li moguce prakticirati humanisticki pristup
provode¢i pritom mjerenje kvalitete svedeno na kvantitetu, analizirana je
zastupljenost elemenata humanistiCkog pristupa obrazovanju pri mjerenju
kvalitete rada u ustanovama za rani i predskolski odgoj i obrazovanje. Upravo
su te ustanove predmet istrazivanja, buduc¢i da svoj rad temelje na odnosnoj
dimenziji koja Cesto izmice istrazivacima kvalitete. Cilj je rada, stoga, bio
utvrditi postoji i prisutnost humanistickog pristupa vanjskome vrednovanju,
ili je ono pak nuzno funkcionalisticki odredeno. Rezultati potvrduju prisutnost
humanistickoga pristupa obrazovanju pri odredivanju kriterija kvalitete, ali
elementi ovoga pristupa ostaju podzastupljeni na globalnoj razini.

HUMANISTIC APPROACH TO EXTERNAL EVALUATION
OF EDUCATION — A CONTRADICTION IN TERMS?

External evaluation is considered a more objective approach to monitoring
the quality of an educational institution compared to internal evaluation, as
it is conducted by an impartial organization (in Croatia: National Centre for
External Evaluation of Education) rather than those directly or indirectly
involved in the functioning of the institution. As such, external evaluation is
part of a goal-oriented curriculum philosophy based on the standardization
of education—primarily the standardization of educational outcomes in the
form of acquired competencies that are actively demonstrable (i.e., useful in
the marketplace). This functionalist orientation emphasizes the assessment of
teaching results and contrasts with the humanistic approach, which focuses
on the educational process itself and emphasizes the importance of education
per se. A question arises as to whether it is possible to practice a humanistic
approach while measuring quality reduced to quantity, prompting an analysis
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of the application of humanistic features in evaluating the quality of work
in early and preschool education institutions. The research focuses on these
institutions because they emphasize the relational dimension, which is
frequently omitted in quality assessments. Therefore, the aim was to determine
whether a humanistic approach can be applied to external evaluation or if it is
necessarily functionalist. The results confirm the presence of the humanistic
approach to education in determining quality criteria, but elements of this
approach remain underrepresented at the global level.

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GALEN I OHOLOST ZIVOTA

Zivot je mo¢ samo-kretanja. OZivljeno je ono biée koje ima dusu, izvor samo-
kretanja. Medutim, svo kretanje zivih bi¢a ne moze imati svoj pocetak i kraj u
njima samima. Cak i racionalna dusa — koja vlastitim razumom moZe spoznati
onoga tko ju je stvorio i koji je njezin konacni cilj, te koja je jedina slobodna
izabrati sredstva kako bi taj cilj i ostvarila — ne moze sama odrediti, niti sama
sebi biti, svoj prvi princip. Upravo se u tome sastoji oholost Zivota: onaj
¢iji je pocetak i kraj u drugome postavlja sebe za prvi princip svog Zivota.
Drugim rije¢ima reéeno, oholost je zivota nista drugo nego pokusaj apoteoze
kroz naravna sredstva. Ova studija ima za cilj predstaviti genealogiju (iliti:
akcidentalne transformacije) ove doktrine na gréko-rimskom tlu, s posebnim
naglaskom na njezinoj posljednjoj transformaciji: onoj koju pronalazimo kod
Galena iz Pergama. Posto navedena doktrina ima neposredne konzekvence na
edukaciju, moze se slobodno reéi da u istrazivanju povijesne dimenzije iste,
istrazujemo ujedno i odgojno-obrazovne ciljeve i sredstva. Stoga, nasa istraga
zapocinje s Homerom, prvim odgajateljem Grcke, koji je apoteozu stavio u
junacku slavu, ostvarivu kroz jedno veliko djelo —a naredne generacije usmjerio
k tom cilju kroz idealizaciju junaka, prvenstveno Ahileja, koji je drugima bio
model za imitaciju. Platon, u namjeri da svrgne Homera s njegovog trona, za
novi ideal postavlja Sokrata, dok apoteozu vidi u spoznaji Dobra dostupnoj
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samo filozofu. Konac¢no, Galen iz Pergama, apoteozu nastoji ostvariti, ne kroz
junastvo, niti kroz filozofiju, ve¢ kroz umijece; a za odgojno-obrazovni ideal
vrijedan nasljedovanja postavlja Hipokrata.

GALEN AND THE PRIDE OF LIFE

Life is the power of self-movement. Enlivened is that being which has a soul,
the principle of self-movement. However, all movement of living beings
cannot have its beginning and end in themselves. Even the rational soul —
which through its own reason can come to know the one who created it and
who is it’s final end; and the only soul that is free to deliberate the means for its
final end — cannot determine by itself, nor be for itself, its first principle. This is
precisely the pride of life: the one whose beginning and end lie in another sets
itself as the first principle of all life. In other words, the pride of life is nothing
other than an attempt at apotheosis through natural means. The purpose of
this study is to present the genealogy (or: accidental transformations) of
this doctrine on the Greco-Roman soil, with a particular focus on its final
transformation: the one we find in Galen of Pergamon. Since this doctrine
has immediate consequences for education, it can be said that in exploring its
historical dimension, we are also investigating educational aims and methods.
Therefore, our investigation begins with Homer, the first educator of Greece,
who placed apotheosis in heroic glory, achievable through a great deed, and
directed successive generations toward this goal through the idealization of
heroes, especially Achilles, who served as a model for others to imitate. Plato,
in his intention to dethrone Homer, sets up Socrates as the new ideal and sees
apotheosis in the knowledge of the Good, accessible only to the philosopher.
Finally, Galen of Pergamon seeks to realize apotheosis not through heroism or
philosophy, but through art; and he sets up, as the educational ideal worthy of
emulation, Hippocrates.

CULTURAL HERITAGE AS A MEANS TO MENTAL

Cultural heritage is the foundation for the preservation of cultural and national
identity, as well as the cultural and sustainable development of an area. It is,
therefore, the fundamental bearer of the identity of the human community. In
the European strategy for cultural heritage in the 21st century, it is emphasized
that cultural heritage and all its components are key factors in shifting the
focus of our societies toward dialogue between cultures, respect for identity
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and diversity, and a sense of belonging to a community of equal values.
Precisely because of this sense of belonging, the importance of preserving
cultural heritage for mental health and well-being is highlighted in addressing
issues of equality, inequality, and other social needs. Increasingly, culture is
being linked to the promotion of mental health and is also presented as part of
the European Union’s health policy. This paper illustrates the importance of
cultural heritage for personal identity and life and highlights its significance
for mental health. The paper includes a review of literature that supports the
